Building Setback Requirements:

-All setbacks shown are minimums, unless otherwise noted.

-*Accessory building setbacks may be reduced in accordance with the International Building Code and if the building does not encroach into a public utility
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easement. Setbacks may be reduced down to 5' with the proper vacation of all the applicable utilities. The 7.5' setback applies only to accessory buildings
20" high or less. Any accessory building higher than 20" must adhere to setback requirements of the dwelling.
