All voted aye and the motion carried.  The second easement Resolution #144 is for the bike path running adjacent to 261st Ave from Industrial road to Katie Lane. Quotes for service work will again be sent to local contractors.  Electric, HVAC & Plumbing.
Equalization planning was discussed so that we can refresh on the process.  As soon as the roll is delivered we will review.
The Maximum Fitness centre was discussed in regards to issues with an insurance audit.  We are required to make repairs within 30 days.  It is not feasible for the city to invest a large sum of money into the property.  The city will ask for an extension to determine options and costs before moving forward.
