Regular City Council Meeting

September 9, 2013
7:00 pm at the City Office

The City Council of the City of Emery, South Dakota, met in regular session, September 9, 2013 in the City Office.  The meeting was called to order by Mayor Joshua Kayser at 7:00 pm with the following members present:  Aldermen, Benjamin Schulz, Eric Roskens, Greg Kotas, Cory Dye, Leann Heltzel, Dave Kayser, Maintenance Supervisor Craig Heezen and Finance Officer Kara Kayser, Mayor Joshua Kayser was absent. 

A motion was made by Kayser, seconded by Kotas, all voted aye and the motion carried, to approve the agenda with addition of Summer Rec under new business.
The minutes of the Regular Council on August 12, 2013 meeting were approved Schulz motioned, Dye seconded all voted aye and the motion carried.
Jon Pudwill joined the meeting at 7: 02pm to discuss improvements to the Senior Citizen building with new windows to be more energy efficient.  Bids and plans were presented.  They are requesting that the city pay for the approximate total costs of $8015.15.  The city has already approved $4000 for this project.  
Roskens moved, Dye seconded all voted aye and the motion carried to approve $4000 to the Senior Citizen building project, Leann Heltzel abstained.

Buiding permit for Jonathan Bartscher for a 20 x 20 addition to his home at 1060 Katie Lane was presented.  Motion by Dye, seconded by Schulz all voted aye and the motion carried.   
Summer Rec – they are requesting agrilime for the ballfields, sprinklers for the softball field, a water hydrant for the new field, netting for the new field and bleachers.  Quotes and bids will be researched.  
Being that there was no further business, a motion was made by Dye, seconded by Kotas, all voted aye and the motion carried, to adjourn the meeting at 9:32 pm.
