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To the Box Elder County Planning and County Commissions,

This document is an effort to bring you up to date on our current re-zone application.

First the history: In the summer of 2010, we submitted a request to re-zone a piece of property to the

MG-EX zone.

That request was granted, along with a smaller area that would accommodate stock piles of processed

materials and a location for a scale house/truck loading area, with the understanding it was not to be

mined without further approval.

As aresult, a substantial amount of planning and engineered design from haul roads, to slope analysis,

to traffic studies, to right of way permitting with U-Dot has taken place.

Deceleration lanes were constructed and paved, irrigation ditches were diverted and piped underground
- and canal crossing permits were paid for.

Today, the reason for additional acreage: When all is accounted for, the construction and paving
- -—————0ofthe-haul road-is-arather large investment.

We decided that asphalt pavement would both keep the road better to travel but, mitigate the number 1
reason people dislike rock quarries : Dust.

With the increased costs of pavement and development (which needs to be paid for and placed up front
if, to be used for a dust mitigation) it seems to us--the only way to off set a larger development cost,
would be to increase the amount of material to be processed. The currently zoned MG-EX area we feel
is too small to make the venture profitable, break even maybe, profitable no. So in an effort to keep the
American dream alive we ask approval of the additional acreage not because of the the amount of
time, money and labor already expended, but because we are willing to think of thy neighbor and
community with respect to certain nuisances.

Future. The future is promising for not only a place to buy aggregate materials, but this
operation needs employees. Employees need a place to live and a place to buy groceries and other
necessities of life. It is our hope that those on the Commissions see a great value in increasing the
livelihood of the community and of those employees. Your approval of a local operation, and your
support with respect to the idea of “fair chase” (as most of the resources are monopolized by large
companies), is a wise choice for “The People”. Among the other benefits that were discussed during
the previous application process I need to point to one in particular, and that being the location of phase
1 of our operation being supported by the Willard Flood Board and their engineers, as a permanent
solution to the dangers of the Holmes Canyon drainage problems as several homes were threatened not
so long ago, and no further flood water measures have been done.

Copies of the Willard Flood Board Approval and a letter from Brown Engineering are attached
regarding the Holmes Canyon drainage issues.
