Mike Weibel from the Bear River Health Department stated they are sponsoring a weapons of mass destruction training August 18th and 19th in Logan.  

Janet Bass from Autoliv stated they have been real busy with the new extension on the Tremonton facility, and they are going to bring in more lines at the Brigham City facility.

Greg Delauter from Procter & Gamble stated that they are also expanding, and their fire brigade certification has been completed.  Greg also stated that they have a new web based training system

Eric Andersen stated there will be a Northern Region hazmat drill in October, and they are open to suggestions for other training.
