Minutes for Meeting of August 8, 2012

The meeting was opened at 9:00 a.m. by Kevin Christensen.

Excused from the meeting were Dorene Schulze, Janet Bass, Dee Isaacson, Dave Nance and Greg Martz.

A motion was made by Jay Munns and seconded by Ray Strong to accept the July 11th meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.

Kevin Potter informed the group that Greg Martz was on a fire in Pine Creek.  Just under 400 acres were burned, and 90 percent of it was contained yesterday.  

Jim Hess stated that Tremonton is working on applying what was learned at EMI.

Jay Munns talked with the school about using them for shelters.  Agreements are in place.  He also stated that grant money is available for fire breaks, and he and Jim Hess are working on this.  

Peggy Mecham stated that you usually contact the head custodian to have a school opened as a shelter, and to use LDS churches you would contact the bishop.  She also advised to do a walk through before and after, as you are responsible for damages, and to keep a record of all clients at a shelter.  

Josh Greer and Jerry Peterson told about a hazmat spill in Plymouth.  

Sara Sinclair stated that the Northern Utah Healthcare Coalition had a meeting with the Southeast Idaho Coalition on July 27th, and they will be having another one at the Cache County Sheriff ‘s Office late October or early November.  They will also be having two communication drills before the end of the year, and a tabletop on recovery on November 8th.  

Kevin Christensen stated there is one west nile virus case in the County and a second case is being investigated.  He went over measures that can be taken to avoid this virus.  He also stated that there are 29 cases of the H3N2 flu virus in the country, with one being in Utah.  

Dr. Rood went over some of the signs on the H3N2 virus in pigs, such as the animal is more sedate, they have an increase in temperature and they go off feed.  

A risk assessment course is being presented in Brigham City August 20th and 21st.  You can sign up for this on U Train.

Kimberly Giles stated that EMPG project grants are due before the end of the month.

At this time Kimberly Giles gave a presentation on the wind storm Davis County had and the lessons learned.

Dr. Kerry Rood from USU gave a presentation on the importance of including agriculture in emergency planning, and he stated that they have a two day workshop available on this.  Kevin Potter to get with Dr. Rood to set up training.  

Sara Sinclair made a motion to adjourn with Jay Munns seconding it.  Motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 10:08 a.m.
