Minutes for Meeting of February 10, 1016

The meeting was opened at 9:00 a.m. by Adam Anderko.

A motion was made by Mark Millett and seconded by Kimberly Giles to accept the December 9th meeting Minutes.    Motion carried.

Isaac Gillespie from HAFB introduced himself as the temporary replacement for Albert Whipple.  Also, Bill Craig from the Utah DEQ introduced himself.

Mark Millett advised of upcoming training to include ICS 300 March 29th to 31st, ICS 400 May 3rd and 4th, ICS 402 for elected officials February 20th 9a.m. to noon at the Elwood Town Hall and a Severe Weather Summit at Ogden Regional April 15th.  Also, the County will be participating in the Shakeout April 21st by setting up the EOC and doing a communication exercise.

On September 23rd and 24th there will be a Northern Utah Preparedness Expo at the County Fairgrounds, following the State Expo in Sandy on August 22nd. 

Mark also advised that we have 100 percent snowpack, and a regional mass fatality trailer is being worked on, which will complement the “Mobile Morgue” trailer being done by the NUHC, and that will be stored in Ogden.

Mark also gave an update on the ham radio project, stating that ATK has stepped up to upgrade the repeater at their site.  The Riverside and Brigham City repeaters are also in need of upgrading, and we are looking at possibly getting help from local businesses for these also.  UCAN is updating the Dunn Peak repeater this spring and we could possibly also tie into that.

Mark also stated that there is a need for Be Ready Utah training for businesses.

In reference to the LEPC grant, Mark is still working on the GIS map upgrade.

Kimberly Giles stated that there is a SERC meeting March 15th at 10:30 a.m. at the DEQ in Salt Lake City.  There is an LEPC conference August 17th, and the PIO conference is September 26th through 28th in St. George.  Kimberly also advised that we need to keep our LEPC contact list up to date, and it was decided that Mark Millett would be our contact. Clayne Shakespear from the Health Department advised there was a small diesel spill on the on ramp in Snowville, and a very small mercury incident where a horse thermometer was dropped on the floor.  Both incidents were cleaned up.

Kevin Christensen stated that the Northern Utah Healthcare Coalition is hosting a Basic Disaster Life Support class March 1st from 8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.  The training is free and you can register on Utrain, #1056567.  There is Hospital Incident Command training on March 2nd at Ogden Regional Hospital from 8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m., which is also free.  Utrain # 1062140.   Also,
the Northern Utah Healthcare Coalition is tentatively doing a communication drill in March.

Art Deyo from the State Fire Marshal’s Office advised that 12 from Box Elder County will be going to Anniston Alabama to attend a TERT class, and there is a Bomb Incident Response class August 22nd through 25th in Socorro, New Mexico.

Isaac Gillespie from HAFB advised that the air show is June 25th and 26th, and they will be having a mass casualty exercise some time in May.

Dorene Stever from Bear River Valley Hospital stated that they have eight slots for the hospital leadership training in Anniston, and they will be participating in a tabletop exercise at the Health Department April 21st.

Corey Barton stated they are conducting a joint fire academy this month.

Jim Hess stated they are doing an IS 100 and IS 200 refresher training next Tuesday, February 16th. 

There was discussion on the Tier 2 and Membership Committees, on assessing who may be non compliant and getting all Tier 2 businesses to attend our LEPC meetings.

Janet Bass from Autoliv stated they had Ogden Fire do familiarization tours.  Janet also advised of the need for fire department training on the new structural steel.

Joe Hawkins from Defense Contract Management Agency stated that the Peer Exchange in January was good training, and suggested possibly having Questar do a presentation at a future LEPC meeting.

Bill Craig from the Utah DEQ did a presentation to include information on available training, and he suggested that the county do a needs assessment that is available through their agency.

At this time Greg Delauter made a motion to adjourn the meeting with Kevin Christensen seconding the motion.  Motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 10:07 a.m.
