Minutes for Meeting of February 13, 2013

The meeting was opened at 9:00 a.m. by Kevin Christensen.  Dee Isaacson, Janet Bass and Greg Delauter were excused from the meeting.
A motion was made by Ray Strong and seconded by Mark Crane to accept the December 12, 2012 meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.
William Porter was introduced as a new member representing the Red Cross.
There was discussion on the relationship between West Liberty Foods and Millard Refrigeration.  They are separate businesses, but have a partnership.  Millard Refrigeration offered a tour by the LEPC, and a tour of the fab side of West Liberty Foods could be done on the same day.  Kevin Christensen to arrange this.
There is a traffic flow survey being conducted on April 10th and 11th at the Perry Port.  A handout on this was provided to everyone.  There was discussion on the survey form to be used in reference to hazardous materials.  Any suggestions are to be relayed to either Kevin Christensen or Kevin Potter.  LEPC members are welcome to participate and a sign up sheet was passed around.  Greg Martz to provide clipboards for participants.  Reflective vests will be supplied.  Other supplies needed are pens, pencils, counters, flashlights and folding chairs.  
Kimberly Giles stated that the National Service and Volunteerism (VOAD) Conference will be held in Ogden February 27th.  Also, there is a Mitigation Class for Emergency Managers March 26-28 in Salt Lake City and an Animals and Disasters Workshop in Provo on March 26th and 27th. Kimberly also stated that the LEPC grant is due March 1st, and extra money would possibly be available at the end of the year.

Kevin Potter stated that the LEPC grant is for $3200, is matched by the County, and his and Marsha Andersen’s wages can be used as the County match.  Kevin asked for ideas on how to use the money.   Ideas should be relayed to a member of the Executive Committee.   Kevin stated that the Public Safety Conference in May would be an eligible activity.  A list of eligible and ineligible uses for the money was passed out.  

Kevin Christensen stated that Elgin Moore, the County GIS specialist, no longer works for the County so there may be some issues with the GIS mapping.

Kevin Christensen informed the group about the Psychological Disasters Conference that was conducted yesterday (02-12-13) in Logan.  A committee was formed at the conference to prepare a plan.  

Peggy Mecham talked about the importance of debriefing after responses.
Greg Martz stated that their hazardous material response boxes are going to be gone through and updated on March 12th and then a tabletop will follow on March 16th.  He is presently working on contracts with the fire departments.  There is an Engine Academy being held May 31st and June 1st at Rendezvous Beach at Bear Lake.  

Greg also stated that AAR’s (After Action Reviews) are being conducted after their events.

Sara Sinclair stated that they had a tabletop on ESF 8 (health and medical) on February 11th.  Also, a regional HVA (Hazard Vulnerability Analysis) is being worked on by Dorene Stever and herself.  Sara also informed the group that she and the State Hospital Preparedness Program Manager will be  attending conferences in California and Florida, thus Utah is being well represented in the country.

A motion to adjourn was made by Greg Martz with Mike Nelsen seconding it.  Motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 10:00 a.m.
