The meeting was opened at 9:00 a.m. by Kevin Christensen.  Dee Isaacson, Janet Bass, Jim Hess, and Kimberly Giles were excused from the meeting.
A motion was made by Sara Sinclair and seconded by Ray Strong to accept the February 13th meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.
Kevin Christensen had talked to Lance Rogers from Millard Refrigeration regarding a tour of their facility.  They don’t have a large enough conference room for the meeting.  Possibly have meeting at new Health Department building in Tremonton and then a tour after meeting.  Kevin to get back with Lance Rogers and then an email will be sent out to the group.  
Greg Delauter to check on having a Procter & Gamble presentation for the May LEPC meeting.
Ray Strong was presented with a certificate for his years of involvement with the LEPC.  Ray is retiring and Paul Strebel was introduced as his replacement.  

Greg Martz stated that the Incident Command System books are being gone through and they are being divided between the counties.  Box Elder County has books 11 through 14.   Also, he has five people interested in taking a hazmat tech class.  

Greg also stated that the Saturday (March 16th) training in Cache County is being moved to a later date due to the radiological class in Brigham City on the same day.  This training is open to everyone.  Also, there is a large hazmat exercise in Davis County on September 25th involving a railcar accident disaster.   

Regional Response Team money may be used to purchase a cap seal kit to be used in train car leak incidents.  

Josh Greer stated he has no events to report.   He updated the group on the west desert barrels incident, stating it had been turned over to the State and they are talking to the EPA to find a solution.  

There was discussion on the flow study being conducted April 10th and 11th at the Perry Port.  A sign up sheet was passed around.   Greg Martz to have Cassie send out an email to the Fire Chiefs.  A copy of the letter sent out by the State Fire Marshal’s office in reference to the flow study was passed out.  This conflicts with our regular LEPC meeting; Kevin Christensen to have Marsha send out an email after he looks into this.
There was discussion on how to spend the grant money.  Some of the suggestions were an educational flyer, training, household hazardous materials disposal day, marketing to fire departments to get them to join the LEPC and doing something to get Tier 2 requirement information out to businesses.  It was decided that doing a hazmat educational flyer would be done.  Dorene Stever will chair the committee with Sara Sinclair, Greg Martz, Mike Riley and Richard Mosely to also be on the committee.  Glen Jones from Envirocare stated that they would also assist.  
Kevin Potter stated that the LEPC grant application was sent out ahead of time and there should be no problems with it.   The grant is for $3200.
Northern Utah Healthcare Coalition flyers and the April/May edition of The Communicator were passed out.
The meeting was adjourned at 10:00 a.m.
