A motion was made and seconded to accept the February 11th LEPC Minutes.  Motion carried.

Mike Weibel from the Bear River Health Department introduced himself as the Emergency Services Liaison for Box Elder County.

Kevin Potter reminded everyone that we need to spend the grant money by the end of September.  He also passed out a flyer for Greg Martz’ retirement party, which will be held at the Sheriff’s Office on April 15th from noon to 3:00 p.m.  

Clayne Shakespear from the BRHD stated that they responded to two hazmat incidents.  One was a release of diesel into an irrigation ditch in Tremonton, which they are still trying to determine where it is coming from.  The other was old pesticide containers from 1980 that were found in a shed.  These have been disposed of.

At this time a presentation was given by Mark Crane from Envirocare.

Justin Hobbs from West Liberty Foods stated their hazmat training is being wrapped up, and they have some drills being planned for next month.

Albert Whipple from HAFB stated the visit from President Obama was uneventful.  Also, they will be participating in the Shakeout.

Joe Hawkins from DCMA stated they too will be participating in the Shakeout.

Mike Weibel stated their Reserve Corp meeting is the 16th, and they are updating their contact information due to a lack of response to a call out.
Kevin Potter stated a full time emergency manager position for the county is being worked out, and should be posted within the next few months.

Dorene Stever stated Bear River Hospital will be participating in the Shakeout exercise.

Kevin Christensen from the NUHC stated they will be having a communications drill on May 12th at 9:00 a.m.  Kevin also gave an overview of the 2 ½ day Integrated Emergency Management Course/ Exercise.  A workshop is being planned on medical coordination during an emergency event.  Also, ebola money will be available for Northern Utah.
