Dorene stated that the Community Education Committee is having 1000 of the hazardous materials pamphlets printed.
Discussion on the household hazardous waste program was tabled until Gina Allen, the Box Elder County Landfill Director, can be contacted.
Mark Crane from Envirocare gave an update on the clean up at Willard Bay.  They are shooting for re-opening the State Park by Memorial Day.  5000 tons of impacted dirt has been hauled away.  They started out with 108 people working on the clean up, but are now down to 40.  
Janet Bass stated that Autoliv’s expansion is almost complete.  They have added two lines and are starting to move in.  Four more lines are to be added.

Greg Delauter stated that Procter & Gamble is having a major concrete pour tomorrow, May 9th, that will impact Iowa String and SR 83, with 18 to 20 trucks coming in per hour.  This will start at 5:00 a.m. and should be completed by noon.
