Dorene Stever made a motion to accept the May 14th meeting Minutes with Kenneth Swallow seconding it.  Motion carried.

Kevin Potter stated that the grant money needs to be spent by September.  Approximately half of the grant has been spent and we need ideas on how to spend the remainder. 
Kevin said the Be Ready Utah kit and Citizen Corp display boxes are available for use at fairs, etc.   

Kevin also stated that Code Red (who bought out City Watch) will be the Region’s mass notification system.  

Kimberly Giles stated there is a State SERC meeting June 16th.  The agenda and last meeting Minutes were emailed to LEPC members.  There is a Training Exercise Planning Workshop (TEPW) class on October 8th, and a Homeland Security Exercise and Evaluation Program (HSEEP) class September 9th. There was discussion on LEPC requirements, and Kimberly stated that Ty Bailey, her Bureau Chief, could be available to clarify this at a future meeting.

Laura Lewis introduced herself as the Red Cross Disaster Program Manager for the area, and she gave an overview of all of their available services.  

Dorene Stever stated the Suicide Prevention Coalition is doing a walk on July 18th at Jeanne Stevens Park in Tremonton on July 18th.

Kevin Christensen stated that the Northern Utah Health Care Coalition had a communication drill about a week ago.  In reference to preparation for the Hill Air Force Base air show, Davis and Weber County have conducted exercises, and a pre-event conference call will be done between hospitals and healthcare systems for better response if needed.  
There is a meeting tomorrow with the Northern Utah Health Care Coalition and the Southeast Idaho Health Care Coalition.

Kenneth Swallow from West Liberty Foods stated this would be his last LEPC meeting, as he is leaving for another job.  Justin Hobbs will be replacing him at future meetings.  He also gave a synopsis of their anhydrous ammonia incident, stating there was less than what is required to be reported to the EPA, however, policies have been changed.

Eric Andersen from Honeyville Fire stated there is a CST drill in Honeyville on 07-29-14 from 10:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m.

Greg Delauter stated Procter & Gamble will be conducting evacuation drills beginning next week.
