The meeting was held at the Bear River Health Department in Tremonton, and was opened by Kevin Potter.  

Excused from the meeting were Kevin Christensen, Greg Delauter, Janet Bass, Lee Perry and Hill AFB.  

A motion was made by Paul Strebel and seconded by Dorene Stever to accept the May 8th meeting minutes.  Motion carried.  
Dorene Stever stated that the hazardous materials pamphlets are currently at the printers, with 1000 being initially printed.
Josh Greer stated that there was a small anhydrous ammonia leak in Tremonton last weekend that the fire department was able to take care of.  

Mike Riley from the State Fire Marshal’s Office stated they would be available to do training, and he went over the importance of the ERG books and stated more are available if needed.

Kimberly Giles stated there is an EMAC workshop August 8th, a PIO conference in September and incident management courses are coming up.  All of their courses are free, and you can check their website at www.publicsafety.utah.gov/emergencymanagement for more information. 

Fire Marshal Greg Martz stated there had been an incident at the County landfill with waste brought in by the Bio Diesel Plant in Washakie.  It self ignited, but then got spread out and extinguished.  

In reference to the fire season, Greg Martz stated that an average fire season is expected, however, the northwest area of the county from Curlew Junction across the mountain range  between Yost and Park Valley is 6 percent dryer than average.  
Christine from UTA stated there was a fatality last week of an unconfirmed suicide with a train.  Also, they had an incident of a vehicle stuck on a track; the train hit the vehicle, but there were no injuries.  They are having an EPC training fair tomorrow at 135 W 17th Street in Ogden from 8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.  UTA also has a command bus available that can go to any location.

Sara Sinclair stated there had been a mass casualty incident exercise at the Weber County Sheriff Department.  An after action report is being done.  Last Wednesday there was a very informative presentation at the Bear River High School with three of the emergency workers from the Joplin tornado incident of two years ago.

Kevin Potter stated that the County is in the process of hiring a fulltime emergency manager.

At this time the meeting was turned over to Millard Refrigeration for their presentation.

The meeting adjourned at 10:00 a.m.

The next meeting is July 10th at the Sheriff Office with a presentation from West Liberty Foods.
