Minutes for Meeting of September 11, 2013

The meeting was opened at 9:00 a.m. by Kevin Christensen.
A motion was made to approve the August 14th meeting minutes by Mike Nelsen and seconded by Dorene Stever.  Motion carried.

Kevin Christensen stated the Health Care Coalition is having a communication drill September 17th at 9:00 a.m. with Bear River Hospital being the base.   Also, there is a statewide full scale Strategic National Stockpile exercise being scheduled for July 2014, and the Health Care Coalition is planning to have a pandemic exercise to coincide.
Dorene Stever stated there will be a town hall meeting on suicide prevention at the fairgrounds tomorrow, 09-12-13.  

Richard Moseley stated he would be available to do a chemical demonstration on what occurs when chemicals are mixed.  

Kevin Potter stated that the LEPC grant restarts in October so we need to be thinking about what to use it for.

Kevin Potter also stated that Corey Barton has been hired part time as the County Fire Marshal, and he will be over fire and fleet.

Also, there is a hazmat train car exercise September 26th from 9am to noon at South Davis Metro station 82, and there is a mass fatality decon. exercise in Davis County September 27th.
Dorene stated that the household hazmat pamphlets are available and we need to get them to businesses, city offices, health fairs, etc. for distribution.
Kevin Christensen stated there are training CD’s available through Keith Larsen at the Bear River Health Department on anhydrous ammonia, chlorine and pipelines.  Keith also does a four hour course on radiation awareness.  

Richard Moseley stated to check the emergency management website for available training. www.publicsafety.utah.gov/emergencymanagement. 

The results of the Perry Port flow study were discussed.  Richard Moseley will send an electronic copy to Marsha for dissemination.  Some of the things learned were that the drivers don’t always know what they are hauling and some are not properly trained.  Also, a couple of nuclear warheads went through.  

There were no hazmat incidents to be reported.
There was discussion on the West Texas chemical explosion and how prepared we are for such an event or what changes need to be made.  

Richard Moseley stated there is a video available at www.csb.gov/videos, (Aug. 20th).  

Dorene Stever stated that fire departments and businesses with chemicals need to get together.
Kevin Christensen stated that in reference to Tier 2 reports, GIS mapping is available to fire departments, but needs to be updated.

Mark Crane from Envirocare stated that he has attended various LEPC’s within four states, and our LEPC has a good mix of private business and government.

Kenneth Swallow from West Liberty Foods stated that businesses with 10,000 or more pounds of listed chemicals are required to participate in LEPC’s.

It was decided that we need to get more people to attend the LEPC meetings, to include fire departments, and possibly set up a committee to look at the Tier 2’s.  The committee should have a mix of responders and hazmat people.  Dorene Stever and Mark Crane volunteered, as well as Richard Moseley stated he could assist.  This will be further discussed at the next meeting.
The meeting was adjourned at 10:08 a.m.
