The meeting was opened at 9:00 a.m. by Greg Delauter, and was held at the Box Elder County Sheriff Department.  The Minutes from the September 10th meeting were approved.
Kevin Potter stated he attended a Homeland Security Coalition meeting, and the grant money will be about the same as last year, but it is expected to go down in the coming years.  Also, the Code Red contract is to be signed within a couple of weeks.
Richard Moseley from the State Fire Marshal’s Office advised there is a lot of training available and to check the Utrain website at Utah.train.org.  There is also training available through the Fire Marshal’ s Office.
Clayne Shakespear stated they had a hazmat event at the Flying J in Willard with a saddle tank puncture, but it was caught before it got to the drains.

Eric Andersen informed everyone that there is a CST drill November 15th at the old Lazy Boy building in Tremonton.

Kimberly Giles reminded everyone about upcoming training to include the TEPW today and the CCDC tomorrow.  Also, the UEMA conference is scheduled for January 7th and 8th in West Jordan.  An Enhanced Risk Assessment class and EOC Operations Planning for All Hazards Event are coming up. Justin Hobbs from West Liberty Foods advised that they are redoing their hazmat team.

Kevin Christensen gave an overview of the ebola issue.  He stated  the chances for citizens getting this in the U.S. are very low, with a small increased risk for people in the healthcare field.  For more information go to cdc.gov/ebola.
Dorene Stever advised the Bear River Hospital has a protocol for possible ebola infection.

Derek Oyler from Brigham City advised he is now the Brigham City Emergency Manager, and he introduced Joseph Bach as their new Fire Chief.
Lee Perry stated the new diverging diamond exchange on 1100 South is a success, as there were 11 accidents during conference last year compared to one this year.

Janet Bass from Autoliv stated they are having an emergency preparedness fair October 16th from 9:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. at the Ogden Technical Center located across from the airport.

Mark Crane from Envirocare stated they handled an organic peroxide incident in Salt Lake County.

Corey Barton advised the Plymouth CERT training is now completed.
