Kevin Potter gave an overview of the ricin and mercury incidents that occurred in Logan.  A presentation is to be given at the LEPC conference being held in Weber County in January.  Also, there was a small spill at Willard Bay with only trace amounts.

Josh Greer provided more information on the mercury and ricin incidents and some precautions that should be taken.   A possible chemical poisoning was also investigated in Box Elder County, however, it was unfounded.
Kimberly Giles stated that the Public Safety Summit is May 20th and 21st in St. George.   Other good training is available.  Check their website for more information at www.publicsafety.utah.gov/emergencymanagement.   Also, specific training classes can be set up as needed.  The 2014 Shake Out is scheduled for April 17th.   
The Civil Support Team and local hazmat team is setting up a drill for Nov 9th in Tremonton at the fairgrounds.  For more information contact Eric Andersen at 224-2556.  The emails were forwarded to LEPC members.
Kevin Christensen stated there is a company by the name of Peac Aristatek that makes software that helps in planning and analyzing hazmat threats in communities.  They want us to do a free 20 minute on line seminar titled Ammonium Nitrate Estimated Blast Effects.  Other software is also available for purchase on their website.  

Janet Bass who has been attending our LEPC meetings from the beginning is now working out of Ogden so she will no longer be attending Box Elder County LEPC meetings.

Jim Hess stated that Jay Munns is no longer the emergency manager for Garland City.  

Greg Delauter was moved to the Chair position.
