The meeting was opened at 9:00 a.m. by Adam Anderko at West Liberty Foods in Tremonton.

A motion was made by Greg Delauter and seconded by Dorene Stever to accept the October 14th meeting Minutes.    Motion carried.

Kimberly Giles stated that there is a SERC meeting tomorrow, December 10th, at 195 N 1950 W in SLC.  Kimberly also advised that the Weber Peer Exchange is January 6th at McKay Dee Hospital. Clayne Shakespear from the Health Department advised there was a diesel spill from an accident on 1100 S in Brigham City between Walmart and the canyon involving a Staker Parsons truck, which was cleaned up by a Staker Parsons clean up crew.

Greg Delauter from Procter & Gamble stated they are working on their Business Continuity Plan.

Kevin Christensen gave an overview of their mass casualty exercise.  Also, they will be purchasing a mass casualty trailer with an ebola grant that will also be equipped to use during a mass shooting incident.

Tiffine Wanner from the Fire Marshal’s Office stated they will be having a joint fire academy in January, and to contact Corey Barton if you are interested in attending.

Lee Perry stated there is a meeting tomorrow (December 10th) at UDOT reference to the I 15 reconstruction build.  This should be completed in 12 to 14 months.  Lee also advised that there is a workplace violence course available Utah Safety Council

Albert Whipple from HAFB advised this was his last LEPC meeting, as he is retiring, and David Hess will be attending until they find a permanent replacement.  Also, the air show is tentatively scheduled for the third week in June.  

Mark Millett stated the mobile command post is being updated.  He also advised that we have an EMPG project grant that will provide ham radios for each of the city and town halls in the county.  He is also looking at upgrading ARES equipment, possibly getting help from local businesses.

Mark also advised that the HMEP grant application is out and must be spent by June 30th.  Mark suggested possibly upgrading our GIS interactive mapping program to include photos, msds sheets, etc. 

There was discussion on identifying structural engineers in the county.  Kimberly advised there is a program in Salt Lake City to have buildings evaluated before a disaster, as a part of business continuity.

Mark also advised that Code Red test calls went out last week, which had to be slowed down as the system was overloaded.

At this time a motion was made by Mark Millett and seconded by Dorene Stever to adjourn the meeting and tour Lineage Logistics.  Motion carried.
