Corey Barton introduced himself as the Box Elder County Fire Marshal.

Kevin Potter stated that the grant money needs to be spent by September, and can be used to send someone to the Public Safety Conference in May.  

Kimberly Giles stated that the money can also be used for flyers, and more money may be available from unused funds.

Kevin Christensen reminded everyone that there is a full scale pandemic exercise July 14th and 15th.  Also, the coalition is working with ARES on region wide protocol for ham radio operation, and there will be a communication drill to test this on April 17th.  They will also be attending the ARRL conference to present this process.

Kevin also stated that grant funds will be used to purchase equipment for blue med tents (portable hospitals).

Corey Barton stated that Ops training is presently taking place in Brigham City, and there is a Vigilant Guard exercise involving multiple states November 3rd through 6th.  
Corey also stated that the Box Elder Hazmat Team is being reorganized with Todd Richards being the new leader and Eric Andersen being the Tech.  Also, over the past weekend Deweyville activated their newly formed CERT team for a flooding issue.

Albert Whipple from HAFB stated they will be having an air show June 28th and 29th.

Greg Delauter stated that Procter & Gamble injury ratio is 0 for the past 16 months, and they have been construction injury free for four years.  

Kevin Potter informed the group about the Ping4Alert system that will be used in conjunction with City Watch.

Kevin Christensen stated that groupme is a group text notification system that can be sent by phone, tablet or computer.

Clayne Shakespear is the new LEPC co chair, taking the place of Josh Greer.

Greg Delauter gave a Procter & Gamble Fire Protection Policy presentation.
