Minutes for Meeting of October 10, 2012

The meeting was opened at 9:00 a.m. by Dorene Stever.  Excused from the meeting were Mike Nelsen, Janet Bass, Jay Munns and David Hess.

A motion was made by Ray Strong and seconded by Greg Martz to accept the September 12th meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Kevin Christensen and seconded by Dorene Stever to elect a new vice chairperson.  Nominees were Greg Delauter and Adam Anderko.  After a vote Greg Delauter was elected new vice chairperson.  

The meeting was then turned over to Kevin Christensen as the new chairperson.

Kimberly Giles reported that they have lost a financial analyst so they are behind on the grants.  The next Shakeout is scheduled for April 17, 2013.  Kimberly also stated that there is training available on their website at www.publicsafety.utah.gov/emergencymanagement.  There is an Agrosecurity class October 29th and 30th at the Box Elder County Sheriff’s Office that you can sign up for through Utrain.  

There was discussion on using the grant money for future training.

Ray Strong stated that Weber County’s Peer Exchange is January 2nd at Ogden Regional Medical Center.

Richard Moseley stated there is Regional Response Team hazmat training on November 10th at the old Tremonton Airport.  For more information contact Eric Andersen from the Honeyville Fire Department.  He also stated that there is training available through the State Fire Marshal’s Office on bombs, etc.  The State Fire Marshal’s Office could also do a presentation on hazmat incidents on private property.

There was discussion on having a presentation on the Holly Oil Incident that Envirocare did the cleanup on.  Glenn Jones will get contact information to Kevin Christensen.

Karen Barnes stated that the Walmart exercise has been postponed until Spring.  They are on a 750,000 hour safety run and will be conducting fire and severe weather drills this week.  

Greg Delauter from Procter & Gamble stated they are having a full evacuation drill this Friday or early next week.  

Ryan Werenskjold was introduced as the new Emergency Services Manager for the Red Cross.  He can be reached at ryan.werenskjold@redcross.org or (801) 458-3917.

Steven Keene stated that ARES try to do classes every two to three months, and he will have the dates for the next meeting.  There is no cost for the class, but there is a $16 book fee and a $15 testing fee that is assigned by the FCC.

Jerry Peterson stated that next year Brigham City is planning a drill for the downtown area that will start with tabletops and then downtown will be shut down the early part of June with a fire drill.  Urban Search and Rescue will also be involved.

Sara Sinclair stated they had a regional communications drill with 800 mhz radios and satellite phones, and on November 20th they will have another one using ham radios.  On November 13th they will be networking with the Southeast Idaho Healthcare Coalition at the Cache County Sheriff’s Office.

Kevin Potter stated that the grant is due and will be used for part of his and Marsha Andersen’s salaries due to no other use this year.  This only uses about one half of the allotted amount.

Greg Martz stated that burning is now open except for the east side, which will open the end of this month.  There was a pole fire in Kelton and a few roadside fires.  There have been controlled burns for some of the ranchers to clean up CRP.  Also, there was a large 1500 acre controlled burn near Hardware Ranch in Cache County.  

The meeting was adjourned at 10:05 a.m.
