The meeting was opened at 9:00 a.m. by Dorene Schulze.

A motion was made by Sara Sinclair and seconded by Ray Strong to accept the August 8th meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.

Sara Sinclair passed out the fall issue of the Communicator.  They will be having communication drills on September 26th and November 20th testing satellite phones and 800 mhz radios, and on November 8th they will be having a recovery focused tabletop exercise at the Box Elder County Sheriff Office.  They are also having a second meeting with the Southeastern Idaho Health Care Coalition on November 13th at the Cache County Sheriff Office.  

Kurt Robinette introduced himself as the new representative for Nucor Building Systems.    

Janet Bass stated that 25,000 square feet is being added onto Autoliv in Tremonton with six new lines.

Josh Greer stated that the Health Department was sent out on two spills; a gasoline line at a service station in Tremonton ruptured and a diesel spill near Snowville from a wreck.

Greg Delauter stated they are 70 percent complete on a million gallon water tank, and drills with the medical response team are being conducted.

Greg Martz talked about the flash burn at the landfill.  Josh Greer from the Health Department is going to test samples.  Greg also stated they have had pole burns, but lightening has not been an issue here in Box Elder County.  Also, burn permits are being issued again, with the mountains and western Box Elder County still being closed.

Jay Munns stated that he has met with the school superintendent regarding sheltering and he also got more information from Peggy Mecham.  The school is willing to work with them and they want to set up protocol.  Also, a fire break at the south end of the BR is being worked on.

Eric Andersen from County Hazmat stated that the Walmart drill is being moved to November 10th from 9:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m., and an alternate location is the old Tremonton airport.

Mike Riley from the State Fire Marshall Office stated that the new Emergency Response Guidebooks are out and training is available.  Also, two apps.  are available; Cargo Decoder and Wiser.  Wiser is more in depth, but not as user friendly.

Glen Jones stated that Envirocare is now certified in bio-hazard clean up.

Kenneth Swallow stated that West Liberty Foods has surpassed 2 million man hours without injury.  

Hunter Timbimboo from the Northwestern Shoshone introduced himself as a new member.

At this time a presentation was given by Hill Air Force Base Fire & E.S. on military aircraft incidents.
