MINUTES
MAY 15, 2014

A regular meeting of the Town Board was held on May 15, 2014 at 7:00 p.m. in the Town Hall Auditorium.
Item 1 – Roll call.  Those present and answering roll call: Trustees; Isbell, Moos, Rohn and Ross and Mayor Moser.  Trustee Daniels appeared later in the meeting.  Absent: Trustee Heaton.  Attorney Rocklin was also present.   
Item 2 - Review of the Minutes of the April 17th meeting.  Trustee Ross moved to approve the minutes as written, seconded by Trustee Isbell.  Motion carried 4-0.  
Item 3 – Alan Holmberg – Anderson & Whitney:  Review the 2013 Audit.  Mr. Holmberg provided a presentation and review of the 2013 Audit for the town and the Eaton Housing Authority.  Concluding discussion and questions Trustee Ross moved to accept the Town of Eaton Audit Report for 2013 as presented, seconded by Trustee Moos.  Motion carried 4-0.  Trustee Moos moved to accept the Eaton Housing Authority Audit Report as presented, seconded by Trustee Ross.  Motion carried 4-0.   
Item 4 – Ordinances 559, 560, & 561 Second Readings: Adjusting limits, Charges and Fees.  Trustee Moos moved to adopt Ordinance No. 559: Amending Eaton Municipal Code by an increase in the general penalty, the penalty for juvenile offenders and the municipal court surcharge, on second reading, seconded by Trustee Ross.  Roll call; Isbell-aye, Ross-aye, Rohn-aye and Moos-aye.  Motion carried 4-0.
Trustee Ross moved to adopt Ordinance No. 560: Amending Eaton Municipal Code by increasing the jurisdictional limit for theft and criminal mischief, on second reading, seconded by Trustee Isbell.  Roll call; Moos-aye, Rohn-aye, Ross-aye, Isbell-aye and Daniels-aye.  Motion carried 5-0.  
Trustee Ross move to adopt Ordinance No. 561: Amending Eaton Municipal Code concerning uniformity in the penalty provisions, on second reading, seconded by Trustee Rohn.  Roll call; Rohn-aye, Ross-aye, Isbell-aye, Daniels-aye and Moos-aye.  Motion carried 5-0.    
Item 5 – Resolution 2014-08 regarding proposed November ballot issues.  Concluding discussion Trustee Moos moved to approve Resolution 2014-08: Resolution in support of oil and gas measures, seconded by Trustee Ross.  Motion carried 5-0.   
Item 6 – Liquor license renewals:  Eaton Sertoma Special Events (Community Days), Eaton Liquor and Camacho’s Mexican Restaurant.  Chris reported all paperwork is in order for the request for the Special Events Permit received from Eaton Sertoma for Community Days.  Chief Mueller has no objection to granting the request.  Trustee Daniels moved to approve the request, seconded by Isbell.  Motion carried 5-0.  
Chris reported all paperwork for Eaton Liquor license renewal request is in order.  Chief Mueller has no objection in granting the request.  Trustee Moos moved to grant approval, seconded by Trustee Daniels.  Motion carried 5-0.
Chris reported all paperwork for Camacho’s Mexican Restaurant license renewal are in order.  Chief   Mueller has no objection in granting the request.  Trustee Isbell expressed concern regarding the serving of liquor to minors.  Concluding discussion, Trustee Moos moved to grant approval, seconded by Trustee Rohn.  Roll call; Daniels-aye, Moos-aye, Rohn-aye, Ross-aye and Isbell-nay.  Motion carried 4-1.  
Item 7 – EPA Lien Agreement.  Gary reviewed the EPA Lien Agreement with the Board and reported the attorneys are satisfied with the agreement.  Concluding discussion Trustee Ross moved to approve the agreement, seconded by Trustee Daniels.  Motion carried 5 – 0.    
Item 8 – Eaton Library Board Appointment: June Gustafson.  The Board received a request from the Eaton Library Board to reappoint June Gustafson for another five year term.  Trustee Moos moved to grant the appointment, seconded by Trustee Isbell.  Motion carried 5 – 0.
Item 9 – Citizen comments/questions.  None.
Item 10 – Reports.

· Trustee Ross provided an update on MPO activities.  Trustee Ross also requested the attendance policy be provided for review regarding board members.  The policy will be sent to all board members for their review.

Attorney Rocklin also reported that she has some conflict of interest and feels that ethically it would be better if she recuses herself and Attorney Brad March has agreed to take over.  Attorney Rocklin will still be working with Attorney March as co-council.  Attorney March has provided a fee agreement for the Board’s review.  Concluding review of the agreement, Trustee Isbell moved to approve the agreement, seconded by Trustee Daniels.  Roll call; Moos-aye, Rohn-aye, Ross-aye, Isbell-aye and Daniels-aye.  Motion carried 5-0 
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Item 11 – Adjourn to Executive Session on High Plains Library District legal issues with Brad March.  Trustee Moos moved to adjourn to executive session at 8:29 p.m. for the purpose of determining positions relative to matters that may be subject to negotiations, developing strategy for negotiations, and /or  instructing negotiators, under C.R.S. Section 24-6-402(4)(e), seconded by Trustee Rohn.  Motion carried 5-9.  
Trustee Moos moved to reconvened to the regular session at 9:03 p.m., seconded by Trustee Daniels.  Motion carried 5-0.  Concluding discussion, Trustee Moos moved to advise the Town’s council to participate in the appeal process and moving to mediation, seconded by Trustee Ross.  Motion carried 5-0   
Item 12 - Adjourn. As there was no further business the meeting was adjourned at 9:12 p.m.
