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Assignment of Council Duties

The new list of Council duties was reviewed by Mayor Nay.   She announced each assignment had been accepted by the Council Members.  Mayor Nay has scheduled a Council Seminar on January 20-21, 2012.  She would like each Council Member to review their assignments and list 3 goals they would like to discuss while at their seminar.
Discuss and Arrange for Youth City Council Day at the Legislature Wednesday, January 25, 2012

Council Member Judy  will get the list of names of those attending to Recorder Braithwaite tomorrow so she can get them registered.

Ordinance 2012-1 was reviewed with additional changes needing to be made.  The changes to the Ordinance will be made immediately so this can be passed tonight.

 Council Training; Discuss Details and Recommendations for Content for Council Training Seminar January 20-21, 2012, and Newly Elected Officials’ Training Saturday, February 4, 2012, Ephraim City Hall, ULCT

Mayor Nay stated the importance of getting training right off the bat for the new Council.  She proceeded to review the schedule of events for January including the Council Training Seminar to be held in Lehi on January 20-21, 2012.  This will begin at 1:00 p.m. on Friday, January 20th.  Mayor Nay would like the Council Members to bring any concerns they feel need to be addressed to this training.

Develop Rules of Procedure and Order for City Council Meeting

Mayor Nay explained that by law the City has to adopt rules of meeting procedure so the public can be informed of what can be expected at council meetings so they will be more willing to participate.  Mayor Nay recommended the short and informal version.  This was reviewed thoroughly.  An Ordinance will be drafted for the next council meeting for possible approval.  Once approved, a copy needs to be left at a desk in the hallway available for the citizens.
Identify Policies to be Discussed, Open Meeting, Purchasing Policy

Mayor Nay would like to review the policies of the city.  She would like to update the rules of procedure as to have them current and accurate with the current procedures and policies of the city.  Open meetings were discussed next.  Open Meeting Rules were reviewed regarding posting and recording of  public meetings, what constitutes a committee, and what committee meetings need to be posted and recorded.  Mayor Nay would like to review the city purchasing policy at the council training seminar on January 21, 2012.  The Council Members discussed reserving the City Hall for their different committee meetings.  Mayor Nay would also like to review the City Purchasing Policy, the Sunshine Law, Job Descriptions and Policies and Procedures at their training on the 21st.  Recorder Braithwaite will e-mail a copy of the City Personnel Policy to Council Members Donaldson and Judy.  She explained the City Code is available on the city website.

Discuss other Concerns, Determine Displays needed Regarding Main Street Project
Following discussion regarding the boxes that had been put on the corner of Main and 100 South to imitate the space that would contain the plantar boxes and bulbouts with the Main Street project, it was determined the boxes needed to be moved for a short time period to each of the four corners that would be affected by the Main Street project to check for visibility issues and let the citizens get a feel for what it would be.  Mayor Nay will have Supervisor Reber get these set up.

Review, Discuss and Make Recommendations to the Capital Improvement List for Six County Review

Mayor Nay informed the council  that Emory from Six County would be coming to Gunnison on January 17th to review the Capital Improvement list, and to be sure it is up and running.  She explained the purpose of the list to the new Council Members.  The Mayor and Council Members then proceeded to identify the short and medium term A,B and C categories noting all of their recommendations to present to Emory on the 17th.   
Future Items to be Listed on Agenda
Sidewalks:  Council Member Powell stated he has obtained a GIS map of the city for him to complete an inventory of the sidewalks, and recommend what improvements need to be done.  He will get started on this.
Snow Removal:  Council Member Pickett reviewed the second bid from GIC received for the 4-wheeler and snowplow.  It was determined it was higher than the first bid received, and would pursue the purchase from Freedom Ford. 

Recreation:  Council Member Pickett felt he would have more information following his recreation meeting to discuss with the Council at the next council meeting.
Youth City Council:  Council Member Judy would like the Oath of Office administered to the Youth City Council at the next council meeting.  

Spring Run off:  Council Member Judy explained the Spring Run off had been expanded to 2 days.  She would like to make sure all of this information gets updated on the website.  Recorder Braithwaite informed her she had been in contact with Shannon Jensen who was over the Run off and was working on the forms.  Discussion ensued regarding promotion efforts to better festivals and different activities in the community.

Cinco de Mayo:  Council Member Judy announced the date was still to be determined to coordinate all of the activities going on at that time.
Dairy Days:  Council Member Judy acknowledged this has been scheduled for June 1-2, 2012 at the High School.  This has been spearheaded by Coach Yori Ludvigson, and has been planned to include a car show, concert, games, and an airplane dropping ping pong balls for prizes.  He has included the school FFA students along with students from the shop program.  He has also involved the Utah and National Dairy Councils along with local dairy farmers.  Coach Ludvigson has also set a dinner up on February 7th for the local dairy farmers, nine of them, along with a little Miss Dairy Days and Jr. Miss Dairy Days.  He will also get all of the city councils in the valley together for a meeting.  He has also got the “Got Milk” advertising people involved. 
Substance Abuse Committee:  Council Member Donaldson noted he has previously been involved with this committee, and would like to help get it built up again.  He would like to appoint a citizen at the next 
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council meeting to help get the committee started again, move ahead and progress.  It was recommended the School Resource Officer also be involved.

Water Lines:  Mayor Nay would like to get those involved with the City water lines together for a meeting.
 Proposed Approval Bills and Adjustments

Mayor Nay and the Council Members approved and signed the bills and adjustments presented.

Mayor Nay would like to put in the policies of the city to shop at home first.
Council Member Powell made the motion to adjourn the meeting.  Council Member Pickett seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell
