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Everyone wants to head south for the winter and you 

will too as you take I-29 south to Hankinson, 

ND.  Your destination is St. Francis Convent and 

Retreat Center, where you will be able to relax, have 

your meals prepared for you, and sew with old and 

new friends.  

 

Sign up has begun so call or stop in at the shop and we 

will get you registered. The fee is $200.00 (non-

refundable) and is due at time of registration. This 

includes: bedding, towels, meals, one 6 ft sewing table 

per person in a well lit sewing area, irons/ironing 

boards, and cutting tables.  

Arrival on the 4th is 2:00 pm and departure on the 7th is 2:00 pm  
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Join us for 1 day or 2 as we make in the hoop items for our sewing 

room.  Anita Goodesign has put together a full color book of 

instructions to create these useful items. Hoop sizes 5 x7 to 9.5 x 14. 

Projects include sewing caddy, thread catcher, pin cushion, seat 

cushion, bottle wraps, USB holders, and scissor holders. Bring your 

embroidery machine, an assortment of fabric quarters, and 

embroidery threads to match. Class fee of $40 includes CD and 

instruction book.
