From the Pumpkin Toss - Pumpkin (C), cut:
* (1) 4 %2” x WOF strip. Sub-cut (4) 4 /2 squares.

From the Swirls - Pumpkin (D), cut:
* (3) 2 2" x WOF strips. Sub-cut (24) 2 '2” x 4 14" strips.

From the Daisy Bouquet - Cream (E), cut:
