Needles: 
John James Milliners needles 
John James Cotton Darners needles 
EPP papers: 
1 package of 1" Diamonds papers 
1 package of 1" Jewel shape papers  
Fabric requirements:  
1) A Charm pack or a variety of coordinating 
small prints, totaling at least a half yard. 
Coordinating scraps that are larger than 6" 
square are fine. Bring more than a half yard of 
coordinating fabrics if you wish to fussy cut 
them!   
2) Also, 1/4 yard of coordinating fabric for 
lining 
Thread: 
Basting-50 wt., any color 
Whipstitching-60-80 wt., color needs to blend 
with fabrics 
 
Optional items: 
Sandpaper board 
Clover Dome Threaded Needle Case-for 
storing threaded needles 
Personal light 
Magnifier 
Notebook for note taking & pen
