The next block in the series is School Girll's
Puzzle No 1, page 95 & 96 of the Go! Qube
Free Booklet. Pages 97 & 98 are School Girl's
Puzzle No 2 which is the same lock only using
five fabrics instead of four.

Required to make sample block:

Fabric: one fat quarter each of four colors,
fabrics that play well together, that differ in
pattern, color and or value.

PROJECT:

Table runner, with variety of layouts. Fun
Project. Fabric: 1 yard each of four fabrics will
give you sufficent fabric to create a fun table
runner, table topper or wall hanging.

Twin Quilt, variety of layouts provided. Fabric:
2 1/2 yards each of four fabrics.

Neutral thread: white, gray or tan

Qube: You can use any size cube. You will
need dies 2, 3 and 5. Easiest is to just bring
the entire cube.

We will also play with variations of the

block that add interest.

Search for “Cube Booklet”, choose your size
Qube and download. Save entire booklet to
your computer. (no need to print the entire
booklet.

Once Downloaded you can print out the pages
you will need for each block.. Blocks are in
alphabetical order.
