TWO fat quarters of coordinating fabrics with 
matching, 100% cotton thread.
 
 1/2 yard of light to medium weight fusible 
fleece (987FP or 986FP). 
 
1/8 yard of lightweight, fusible interfacing 
(SF101, 950F or 122ST).
 
 TWO 24", double slide zippers OR 1 yard of 
continuous zipper tape with 4 zipper pulls. 
 
(Optional) Zipper Jig. 
 
(Optional) Stained Glass/Key FOB Pliers.

Do NOT pre-wash or cut your fabric before 
class. All steps will be done in class.
