#5 Zipper-by-the-yard and zipper pulls are 
recommended instead of handbag zippers (2-
yards of tape and 4 pulls will be needed).

Bosal can be substituted for Soft and Stable.

Cut 18” by 26” pieces out of main fabric, lining 
fabric and Soft and Stable/Bosal. (Refer to 
directions for changes that may need to be 
made for directional fabrics).

Quilt the three layers as desired according to 
pattern directions (Steps 1 & 2 under “Quilting” 
section).

Do NOT cut any other pieces. 

Do NOT proceed past page 2 in the directions.

All other cutting and steps will be done in class.
