1. Welcome & Call to Order
Chairman Hansen welcomed and called to order the Box Elder and Perry Flood Control meeting.

1. Approve Minutes for June 18, 2014
MOTION:  Board Member Roche moved to approve the June 18, 2014 minutes as written.  Board Member Hirschi seconded the motion.   All in favor.

1. Public Comments
There were no public comments.

1. Final Closeout with Ormond Construction including discussion of the projects
Chairman Hansen stated that Ormond Construction finished up the projects.  He said he went and did an inspection on some of them and had to go back and check on a couple of clean up items.  He said they jumped right on it and took care of it.  Chairman Hansen stated the original contract for this project was $70,833.00.  He said that there were extra items that needed to be added; making the total cost $73,683.00.  Chairman Hansen stated that the board discussed several of those extra items last month.  He said they found another item up by Perry Canyon Basin as they were cleaning out the basin they found a big vault that looks like an irrigation box.  He said it is 6X10 inside and has an open lid.  Chairman Hansen expressed his concern with the open lid and kids playing up there and falling in, they would never get out.  He said he had Ormond fabricate a lid so that it can’t be taken off.  Chairman Hansen stated that Ormond is asking for their retainage of $6,432.40.  He said that Ormond did a real good job in cleaning up.

Chairman Hansen reported that the City Engineer will put a report together and an operations schedule for the city and then it will be up to the city to maintain these basins.  Board Member Roche stated there is a 12 foot long log and a couple of stumps up on the upper spillway, and asked why they didn’t haul it off.  Chairman Hansen stated he would get a hold of Ormond and talk to them about it.  

MOTION:  Board Member Roche moved to approve the final payment of $6,432.40 to Ormond Construction.  Board Member Pebley seconded the motion.  Roll call vote.

1. Discussion Regarding State Auditor Reports-Chuck Palmer
Chuck Palmer with Christensen, Palmer, and Ambrose, passed out the final copies of the audit.  He said the first of the year he told the board that the new State Auditor has changed some of the procedures.  He said if you spend over $100, 00.00 and less than $500,000.00 you have to do some agreed upon procedures.  There are 26 of them.  Mr. Palmer stated that the State Auditor’s office is really concerned with the GRAMA Act, Transparency, and the training test that the board members have to take.  He said he went through all these items and the board is in compliance until number 15 which is “Determine that the general fund balance is within accumulation limits set by law.” He said that the District can have 100% of the current year’s property tax which is approximately $77,000 at the end of the year, he said in order to do these projects you need more than $77,000.  

Mr. Palmer explained that the County had accumulated all that money, and so the idea was to create the capital projects fund and transfer the money into that fund. He said that the response to the State Auditor was that we created a capital projects fund in March and transfers $290, 00.00 into it.  Mr. Palmer stated that number 16 refers to a nepotism or conflict of interest policy.  He said that the board does not have one of these.  Mr. Palmer stated that 18b refers to having a GRAMA officer, which Susan was appointed as the GRAMA officer in March.  Chuck referred to number 21 which was that the district exceeded the budget for the general fund. Mr. Palmer stated that the district didn’t put the expenditures in until the end of the year.  He reported this year it will be looked at in November.   He said number 25 refers to that the district does not have a GRAMA policy.  Chuck will be here at the November Meeting to work on the budget.  

A copy of the letter, procedures, and results were attached as part of the minutes.
 
1. Council Member Comments
Council Member Nelson thanked the board for all their hard work and the money that they put into this project.  She stated that she is working with the city to stay on top of it and keep it cleaned up.  Chairman Hansen stated that the city will receive a maintenance schedule from the City Engineer and hopes that the city will keep up on it.  He said that we need to watch really close to the area around the Heritage Theater and watch for flooding and have to make a decision on what to do there.  Chairman Hansen stated that the people that are dumping in the detention ponds need to be talked to and no dumping signs need to be put up around the detention ponds which say if they dump they will be fined.    

1. Payment Approvals (if any, roll call vote) 
Chairman Hansen stated that there are three invoices that need to be paid.  Christensen, Palmer, & Ambrose in the amount of $1,750.00, Jones & Associates in the amount of $198.00, and Susan K Obray in the amount of  $55.00.
