1. Welcome & Call to Order
Chairman Hansen welcomed and called to order the Box Elder and Perry Flood Control meeting.
1.  Approve September 17, 2014
MOTION:  Board Member Roche moved to accept the minutes of September 17, 2014.  Board Member Thurgood seconded the motion.  All in favor.

1. Public Comments

There were no public comments.

1. Presentation by Chuck Palmer Regarding the 2015 Box Elder/Perry Flood Control Budget
Chuck Palmer with Crane, Christensen, and Ambrose presented the Flood Control’s General Fund Budget.  He said he took the numbers from last year.  He said they  received $74,485 in property taxes last January.  Mr. Palmer explained that the State is more concerned with their expenses.  He said that he bumped the expenses up a little bit to $27,300 just to have a cushion there.  Chuck explained that this covers Susan’s payments, professional fees, insurance, staff and legal fees, and maintenance work.  He said he used the numbers from last year and just bumped them up a little bit.  Mr. Palmer stated that if the Board thinks they will be doing some more maintenance projects, then he can bump it up some more. Chuck stated this would be just the small maintenance projects.  Mr. Palmer asked the Board if they wanted to bump this for some more maintenance projects.  Board Member Hirschi asked about the money that was paid to Perry City for the 900 West project.  Chairman Hansen asked if that goes under Other Operating Expenses.  He explained that they paid Perry City $37,199 for their contribution to the 900 West project.  He also stated that the prior year was $126,000.  Chuck stated that these line items will need to be updated.  He said try to look forward and see what you are going to spend in 2015.  Chairman Hansen stated we need to add a zero behind the $27,300.  Chuck said we can do that and make the motion accordingly.  Chairman Hansen reported that we will defiantly have a project for 2015.  We don’t know what it is yet.  He said he would imagine it would be to the same scale as the Maddox Lane project.  Chairman Hansen reported that $120,000 was spent on Maddox Lane.  Chuck stated that could go on Capital Projects.  He said we budgeted $150,000 this year for Capital Projects.  Mr. Palmer explained that they have a General Fund and a Capital Projects Fund.  He said the Capital Project Funds should be the big things like Maddox Lane.  Chuck explained that the General Fund can only carry over $80,000 in fund balance year to year.  He said it is one year’s worth of your property taxes.  Chuck explained that most of the money is going to go to Capital Projects.  He said there is no limit of funds of what you can have in the Capital Projects Fund.  Mr. Palmer asked if $150,000 was a reasonable amount for the up-coming projects.  Board Member Thurgood asked how much the storm drain project on the highway was going to cost that the State was going to participate in.  Chairman Hansen stated that UDOT would only do a percentage of what water the highway contributes to the storm water system.  He said that whole project would have been $150,000.  Chairman Hansen stated that $150,000 would be a sufficient amount.  Mr. Palmer stated that they are within their budget.  Chuck said that if the projects are more than $150,000, they can do a budget amendment.  Mr. Palmer stated after the Flood Control Board approves the budget he has 60 days to get it to the State Auditors website.  Chairman Hansen asked if we need to amend the budget, have a public hearing and adjust the numbers accordingly.  Mr. Palmer stated that is correct.  He said he will check all the procedures and felt there would be a clean opinion from the State.  Chuck stated they have the two funds now instead of one, and under budget.  He said he took last year’s budget and used the same numbers other than that, the revenue was different.   Chairman Hansen stated that the Flood Control should be getting anywhere from $75,000-$80,000 from the County for property taxes next year. 

MOTION:  Board Member Thurgood moved to go into the public hearing.  Board Member Roche seconded the motion.  All in favor.

Board Member Thurgood asked Chairman Hansen if he knew of any projects that the city could benefit from if they use some of the money.  Chairman Hansen stated that they are going to have close to $400,000 at the beginning of January.  Chairman Hansen stated he tried to get a hold of Paul Nelson to ask him about some projects.  He said one of the projects was getting a pipe underneath the highway by Perry Dental.  He stated watching it and the cleaning that we did in the system it is working right now.  Greg stated one of the other projects they talked about was running a pipe down the ditch by Wagstaffs which has had some flooding.  He said they also talked about regional basins. He said you want to design a system that has fewer satellite systems and get your storm water out to a regional basin.  Chairman Hansen said these will be expensive projects, and that he will ask Paul Nelson to come to our January meeting and tell the board what he thinks would be good projects to do.  Board Member Thurgood asked what year Matthias Canyon flooded the canal.  Board Member Hirschi stated 1983-1984.  He said it actually flooded the canal and got down on the highway.  Board Member Thurgood asked if an event happened like that again would the big detention basin up there hold the storm water.  Chairman Hansen said no.  Bob asked if we could control a huge event coming out of one of those canyons.   He asked Chairman Hansen if we would to design a basin would he design for a 100 year event.  Chairman Hansen stated yes.  Bob asked if the big detention basin was designed for a 100 year event. Chairman Hansen said that he can find out by reading the report that was generated by JUB Engineering.  He said Jones & Associates has taken the plan and incorporated a master plan for the City.  Greg stated he would like to have Paul Nelson come in and give his ideas and Brett Jones give his opinion from an engineering stand point.  Board Member Thurgood stated one of our charges as a flood control board is to prevent homes from being flooded.  

1. Approx. 5:15 PM-Public Hearing Regarding the 2015 Flood Control Budget
There were no comments regarding the 2015 Flood Control Budget.

1. Discussion/Motion to Accept the 2015 Flood Control Budget
MOTION:  Board Member Roche moved to approve the 2015 Flood Control Budget.  Board Member Hirschi seconded the motion.  All in favor.

1. Discussion/Motion to Accept the Box Elder/Perry Flood Control Nepotism Policy
Chairman Hansen stated that we have a Nepotism Policy that is required by the State.  He read the policy.  “It is unlawful for any person holding any position, the compensation for which is paid out of public funds, to employ, appoint, or vote for the appointment of his or her father, mother, husband, wife, son, daughter, sister, brother, uncle, aunt, nephew, niece, first cousin, mother-in-law, father-in-law, brother-in-law, sister-in-law, son-in-law, or daughter-in-law to any position of employment, when the salary, wages, pay or compensation of such appointee is to be paid out of any public funds.  It is unlawful for such appointee to accept or to retain such employment when his initial appointment thereto was made in contravention of the foregoing sentence by a person within the degrees of consanguinity or affinity therein specified having the direct power of employment or appointment to such position, or by a board or group of which such person is a member”.  Utah Code (52-3-1).
MOTION: Board Member Thurgood moved to approve the Nepotism Policy for the Box Elder/Flood Control.  Board Member Roche seconded the motion.  All in favor.
1. Discussion/Motion to Accept the Box Elder/Perry Flood Control Ethics Policy
Chairman Hansen said that we have an Ethics Policy that is required by the State.  It reads:
 67-16-5.   Accepting gift, compensation, or loan 
           	 (1) As used in this section, "economic benefit tantamount to a gift" includes:
(a) a loan at an interest rate that is substantially lower than the commercial rate then currently prevalent for similar loans; and
(b) Compensation received for private services rendered at a rate substantially exceeding the fair market value of the services.
(2) Except as provided in Subsection (4), it is an offense for a public officer or public employee to knowingly receive, accept, take, seek, or solicit, directly or indirectly for himself or another a gift of substantial value or a substantial economic benefit tantamount to a gift:
(a) that would tend improperly to influence a reasonable person in the person's position to depart from the faithful and impartial discharge of the person's public duties;
(b) that the public officer or public employee knows or that a reasonable person in that position should know under the circumstances is primarily for the purpose of rewarding the public officer or public employee for official action taken; or
(c) if the public officer or public employee recently has been, is now, or in the near future may be involved in any governmental action directly affecting the donor or lender, unless a disclosure of the gift, compensation, or loan and other relevant information has been made in the manner provided in Section 67-16-6.
            (3) Subsection (2) does not apply to:
            (a) an occasional nonpecuniary gift, having a value of not in excess of $50;
            (b) an award publicly presented in recognition of public services;
            (c) any bona fide loan made in the ordinary course of business; or
            (d) a political campaign contribution.

MOTION:  Board Member Hirschi moved to approve the Perry/Box Elder Flood Control Ethics Policy.  Board Member Thurgood seconded the motion.  All in favor.

1. Discussion Regarding 2015 Meeting Schedule
