1. Welcome and Call to Order 
 Chairman Thurgood welcomed and called to order the May 15, 2019 Box Elder and Perry Flood Control Special District meeting.
2.  Approve the April 17, 2019 Regular meeting minutes 
Board Member Pebley moved to approve the minutes of the April 17, 2019 meeting with one correction. Board Member Wagstaff seconded the motion.

3.  Public Comment
There were no public comments.

4. Update from Bio West regarding the progress on the basins and if they got             
     the report submitted.
Chairman Thurgood stated that Board Member Hansen received an e-mail from Matt with Jones & Associates.  Board Member Hansen stated that if the board does not have any comments or suggestions then we can get going with Bio West.  All board members agreed to move forward.  

5.  Update on the progress of the 2019 Maintenance projects (Gallegos Construction).  Motion to approve a partial payment.
Board Member Wagstaff stated that he looked at Maddox and it looks good. Board Member Nelson stated that he looked at the Cherry Ridge basin and it looks good.  Board Member Pebley stated that he looked at the Nielsen basin and it looked good except for the debris.  Chairman Thurgood stated that he called Jordan and asked him to stop throwing their garbage in the basin and throw it in the garbage.  Board Member Wagstaff stated that the basin behind the apartments is still having grass dumped in it from neighbors.  Vice Chairman Pebley stated that we need to put signs up on the fence around the basin.  Vice Chairman Pebley suggested that we post the signs in English and in Spanish for the Nielsen Basin.  One sign per back yard not touching their fence.  Board Member Nelson stated that there should be one per lot.  After discussion the board agreed to put signs on all of them in English and Spanish.  Chairman Thurgood suggested 10 signs.  There was an invoice for $1,500 submitted by Gallegos Construction to rework the narrow grate at the Cherry Ridge basin.     

MOTION:  Board Member Nelson moved to approve the change order to rework the grate at Cherry Ridge detention pond for $1,500.  Vice Chairman Pebley seconded the motion.  All in favor. 

Chairman Thurgood stated that an invoice was submitted by Gallegos Construction for $21,975.00.  It was agreed by the board that 5% would be held for a retainer.  

MOTION:  Board Member Pebley moved to approve the invoice for $20,870.00 for Gallegos Construction with the 5% being held for a retainer.  Board Member Nelson seconded the motion.  Roll call vote.
