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Small Bag

Cut out unquilted fabric.

Following the measurements below, cut out the main fabric,
lining fabric, and Soft and Stable. Sandwich and quilt. The outer
slip pocket and the outer combo pocket show up nicely. | like to
fussy cut or add an embroidery to these special areas.

Quilt the front and back bodies and pockets

(2) 13 1/2” high x 19 1/2” wide (front and back)

(1) 77 x 7” (outer slip pocket)

(1) 77 x 7” (outer combo pocket back)

(1)5 3/4” high x 7” wide (outer combo pocket front)

Main fabric not quilted: (1) 1” x 18” (joining strip)
Lining fabric not quilted (1) 1 1/2” x 18” (joining strip)

Cutting out quilted fabric:
After quilting the sandwich follow the measurements below:

(2) Front and Back - 12” high x 18” wide

(1) Outer slip pocket - 6” high x 6” wide

(1) Outer combo pocket back - 6” high x 6” wide

(1) Outer combo pocket front - 4 3/4” high x 6” wide

Medium Bag

Cut Out Unquilted fabric.

Following the measurements below, cut out the main fabric,
lining fabric, and Soft and Stable. Sandwich and quilt. The outer
slip pocket and the outer combo pocket show up nicely. | like to
fussy cut or add an embroidery to these special areas.

Quilt the front and back bodies and pockets

(2) 15” high x 21” wide (front and back)

(1) 9” x 9” (outer slip pocket)

(2) 9” x 9” (outer combo pocket back)

(1) 7 3/4” high x 9” wide (outer combo pocket front)

Main fabric not quilted: (1) 1” x 19 1/2” (joining strip)
Lining fabric not quilted (1) 1 1/2” x 19 1/2” (joining strip)

Cut out quilted fabric.

Front and Back - 13 1/2” high x 19 1/2” wide
Outer slip pocket - 8” high x 8” wide
