Ideas for finishing the projects at your leisure will be discussed; materials you will need at home 

vary based on your plans.  No machine is required for this class.  

Please note that this is a HAND SEWING class.  You will need to be able to see and stitch small 

pieces. 

Materials needed for the class: 

• Fabric*- scraps are 100% usable and encouraged!  Batiks are NOT suggested. 

• Thread* to match your fabric.  If you have lightweight thread such as Invisafil, DecoBob, 

The Bottom Line, Glide 60 wt., or YLI 100 wt. this works very well but is not strictly 

necessary. 

• Pencil and/or pen (regular or Frixion*- either is okay) 

• Fabric glue stick* or regular kids’ glue stick- fabric glue stick is recommended 

• Milliner’s, straw, or applique needles*, size 10-11.  (Smaller needles make finer stitches).  

Be sure you can thread your needle! 

• Sewline size 9-12 needle threader* is highly recommended 

• Scissors* which you can use to cut plastic 

• Scissors* for cutting fabric and thread 



• Thimble if you use one for hand stitching 

• Small rotary ruler*  NOTE: rotary cutter and mat are NOT required 

• Reading glasses if you use them 

Not required but suggested (bring if you have them): 

• Extra-fine point Sharpie or other permanent marker 

• Sandwich-size Ziploc bag 

• “That Purple Thang” multi-purpose tool* 

• A bright travel light such as an Ott-Lite may be helpful; bring it if you have one.

Pre-work to be completed before class:  Gather materials; make sure you can thread your
