Cappuccino Bag II

This bag was a fun one to sew!  It wasn’t too hard at all.  I made the short flap on the purse but you can choose whichever one you’d like to.  Be careful cutting out the pieces.  It isn’t hard either, but it does take some concentration and time.  I’ve given you some instructions for cutting it out below but please look at the directions pages 1-3 as you do this.  

What to bring:

Sewing machine in good working order, tweezers, marking pen/pencil, threads and bobbins (already wound) that match your fabrics, hardware kit, strong pins, a new 90/14 topstitch needles, seam guide, seam ripper, a way to measure seams allowances for ¼”, 3/8” and ½”, scissors, snip scissors and any other miscellaneous items you use to sew with.

____ 1/3 yard for flap (I used the floral) I bought an extra 1/3 to use for the interior pockets but that’s up to

          you. 

____ 1 yard main fabric (I used dark royal) for exterior, upper interior, handle and handle tabs (It calls for it to 

          be used for interior pockets which you can, but I liked the floral for that.  It’s up to you.) 

____ 1/3 yard for lower interior (I used light blue)

____ 2 ¾ yards 20” wide Shapeflex (SF101)

____ 2/3 yard of 20” wide Décor Bond – or - ½ yard of 45” wide Décor Bond (That’s what we carry at the shop) 

____ 1/8 yard fusible fleece for the handle
