 Ruler Foot suitable for your sewing machine
Note: Without the proper ruler foot you will not be able to stitch along the thick edge of the templates and risk damaging your machine. Please check with your machine dealer if your machine brand has a ruler foot available. Generic ruler feet are available by Westalee. Please advise at time of purchase of your ruler if ruler foot needs to be ordered as well. 
- Westalee Design 12” Arc Template and Ruler Foot (need to advise which machine you have in order    
   to get the proper foot fitting your machine) 
- Janet’s Ruler Quilt Design book 
- Supreme Slider, 11 ½ x 8” or 11 ½” x 17” depending on the size of your flat table.
- Extension table for your machine (Sew Steady, or other of your choice)
- (2) 24” x 24” quilt sandwich, basic muslin
- quilting ruler 6x12, 6x6 or larger

- Fine-tip fabric markers, Frixon pen, chalk pencil, or any other marking pen
- Quilting Gloves
- 50wt. cotton thread contrasting your practice piece
- Basic sewing notions
