Fall Getaway Supply List 
· Bring all standard sewing supplies and working machine
· Make sure you have: a new blade in your rotary cutter, a new needle in your machine and an extra in case you break one, a neutral thread for piecing, a marking pencil for light and dark fabric ( I like frixion pens), a standard 6 or 6 ½” x 24” ruler for cutting larger pieces, a cutting mat, some scrap fabric to test your quarter inch. 
· Optional supplies:  
· A stiletto / open seam tool (we have one in the shop I love) we will be ironing a lot of open seams and it will keep you from burning your fingers! 
· A small iron, if you have one it will be helpful 
· A felt iron pad (we have these too – I LOVE THEM) 
· Painter’s tape
Homework – Please remember that if you don’t do the homework you won’t be able to finish the project in one day.  However, this is not a race and I am fine with you working at whatever pace you like.  I will be teaching with the assumption that you did the homework.  If you haven’t done the homework you may have to wait for me to get the rest of the room started to get you caught up.  No worries for me, just want everyone to be aware before we get there. 

Everyone will have the same amount of homework but the sizes you will be cutting will depend of the size of your finished project so please be make sure you are reading the correct size in the chart below.
