  Ultimate Travel Bag 2.0 Supply List

Fabric:
Main Fabric – 1½ yards (bag body, pockets, carrying strap pad)
Lining Fabric – 1½ yards (Bag Lining)
Coordinating Fabric – 1¼ yards (borders, bindings, handles, carrying strap and tabs, stabilizer sleeve, zipper pulls)
Mesh Fabric – ½ yard mesh or ¾ yard fabric (inner pockets)
Notions: (Available at Quilter’s Quarters)
ByAnnie’s Soft and Stable – 1½ yards (58” wide)
Fusible interfacing – 1/8 yard
1½” strapping – 5 yards
Zipper by the yard – minimum of 58” (exterior zippers- 28” double-slide & 10” single-slide; interior zipper- 20” single-slide) 
Hardware – Two 1½” triangle rings
	         One 1½” wide-mouth Slider
	         Two 1½” swivel hooks
Other Items: (NOT available at Quilter’s Quarters)
Thread – Recommended polyester thread (SoFine #50)
20 mm Fold-over elastic – 1/2 yard (used on inside pocket if using mesh)
1” to 1 ½” buttons (optional) or (metal feet available at Quilter’s Quarters)– (used on the bottom of the bag for protection)
Base stabilizer – I use corrugated plastic from Michaels – I sheet will do 3 bags
Strongly Recommend – Walking Foot for your machine

DAY 1 of CLASS or HOMEWORK: Do not wait until the night before the class as this will take some time to complete.
1. Read through pattern.
2. Complete Section I: A – C. Quilt sections before they are cut into separate pieces as needed. Label sections as you cut them. Sealing edges is important, don’t skip it. (EXCEPT DO NOT cut the Stabilizer Sleeve fabric.)
3. Complete Section II: B. #1-4
4. Complete Section III: A. Preparing Carrying Strap. #1-4
5. Complete Section III: B. Preparing Carrying Strap Tabs #1-2
