Minutes of Emery City Council
April 10, 2023
Emery City Council met in regular session on Monday, April 10, 2023, at the city office. Mayor Andy Erickson called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM with the following council members present:  Brad Bartscher, Kenny Kayser, Paul Nelson, Ryan Storm, and Clarissa Weber. Also in attendance were Maintenance Supervisor Travis Kampshoff, Finance Officer Kristi Wollmann, Daycare Director Gloria Sullivan, and City Attorney Mike Fink. Cory Dye was unable to attend.
Agenda – Motion by Bartscher, seconded by Kayser to approve the agenda. All votes aye. Motion carried.
Minutes – Motion by Weber, seconded by Kayser to approve the minutes of the meeting March 13, 2023. All votes aye. Motion carried. Motion by Nelson, seconded by Weber to approve the minutes of the Local Board of Equalization meeting March 20, 2023. All votes aye. Motion carried.

Public Comment – none
Visitors – City Attorney Mike Fink discussed water and sewer ordinances and requested council direction on possible updates regarding rates for water and sewer service. 
Daycare Report – Gloria gave the report on the Daycare. Gloria requested the use of the auditorium on May 12th for preschool graduation. Gloria inquired about her maternity leave which will start in July. A discussion was held on staffing and new hires. Motion by Bartscher, seconded by Storm to approve the following Daycare hires: Elizabeth Draper $12.00/hr. and Deb Roth $12.70/hr. all votes aye.
Maintenance Report – Travis presented a quote from Olinger Electric to replace the shop lights to more efficient LED lights. Motion by Storm, seconded by Nelson to approve the quote of $1,365.00 to install LED lights in the city shop. All votes aye. Motion carried.

Finance Officer Report – Claims and March reports were discussed. Motion by Kayser, seconded by Weber to approve the claims as listed and the March reports. All votes aye. Motion carried. A discussion was held on changes to the city property insurance coverage. Wind and Hail deductible has increased to a $5,000.00 deductible. Council will thoroughly review insurance coverage at the May council meeting.
The office printer has not been reliable and parts are not readily available due to the age of the printer. A quote was presented from Office Advantage to replace the printer. Motion by Bartscher, seconded by Nelson to approve the purchase of a new Xerox Versalink Copier C405/DN Copier at $1,299.00. All votes aye. Motion carried. 

Grants were discussed. The City of Emery was awarded $1,437.50 for a gas saw package from SDML WC Fund and Stan Houston Equipment Company. The 2022 Drinking Water Report was just released and is available to the public on the city website or at the city office. WHEREAS, the United States of America and the State of South Dakota have authorized the making of grants from the Land and Water Conservation Fund (LWCF) to public bodies to aid in financing the acquisition and/or construction of specific public outdoor recreation projects;

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED;

1. That Andy Erickson, Mayor is hereby authorized to execute and file an application on behalf of the City of Emery with the National Park Service, U.S. Department of the Interior, through the State of South Dakota, Department of Game, Fish, and Parks, Division of Parks and Recreation, for an LWCF grant to aid in financing the Playground Equipment Project for the City of Emery, South Dakota and its Environs.

2. That Kristi Wollmann, Finance Officer of the City of Emery is hereby authorized and directed to furnish such information as the above mentioned federal and/or state agencies may reasonably request in connection with the application which is hereby authorized to be filed.

3. That the City of Emery shall provide a minimum of 50% of the total cost of the project; and will assume all responsibility in the operation and maintenance of the project upon completion of construction, for the reasonable life expectancy of the facility.
