The City Council of the City of Emery, South Dakota met in regular session on Monday, October 11, 2021, at the City Office. The meeting was called to order by Council Vice President Andy Erickson at 7:00 pm with the following members present:  
Aldermen Kenny Kayser, Paul Nelson, and Clarissa Weber, Maintenance Supervisor Travis Kampshoff and Finance Officer Kristi Wollmann. Visitors in attendance were Brandon Wingert. Alderman Cory Dye, Alderman Ben Schulz and Daycare Director Kelly Tschetter were unable to attend. 
Motion Kayser, seconded by Weber and carried to approve the agenda. All votes aye. 
Motion Weber, seconded by Nelson and carried to approve the minutes of the regular meeting September 13, 2021. All votes aye.
