July 11, 2022
7:00 pm at City Office
The City Council of the City of Emery met in regular session on Monday, July 11, 2022, at the city office. Vice President Clar Weber called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM with the following members present:  Aldermen Brad Bartscher, Kenny Kayser, Paul Nelson, and Ryan Storm. Others in attendance were Maintenance Supervisor Travis Kampshoff, Finance Officer Kristi Wollmann, Daycare Director Gloria Sullivan and Larry Berg. Mayor Andy Erickson and Alderman Cory Dye were unable to attend.
Agenda – Motion by Nelson, seconded by Kayser to approve the agenda. All votes aye. Motion carried.

Public Comment – Larry Berg was present to ask council when they were planning on replacing the shed at the rubble site that was damaged in the May 12th storm. Council discussed moving the Daycare shed to the rubble site as soon as possible.

A bid from Plum Creek was reviewed for replacing the roof at the daycare at a cost of $22,898.00. Travis discussed the options for a new storage shed at the Daycare. ARPA grant funds would be used to purchase the storage shed. He received a quote of $4,291.00 from Quality Built Storage LLC for a prebuilt 10X12 shed with a metal roof. Travis discussed city equipment. C&B is increasing our annual tractor lease by 50% in 2023. Motion by Bartscher, seconded by Kayser to surplus the box scraper. All votes aye. Motion carried. Motion by Nelson, seconded by Storm to purchase a rock bucket with grapple fork for the skid loader at $2,300.00. All votes aye. Motion carried.
