Regular City Council Meeting
October 10, 2018
7:00 pm at the City Office

The City Council of the City of Emery, South Dakota, met in regular session on October 10, 2018, in the City Office. The meeting was called to order by President Eric Roskens at 7:01 pm with the following members present:  Aldermen Cory Dye, Dave Kayser, Kenny Kayser, Greg Kotas and Ben Schulz.  Also attending were Finance Officer Kristi Wollmann and Maintenance Supervisor Dale Mesman.  Visitors in attendance included LeAnn Heltzel, Kelsha Kressman, Anthony Reimnitz, Chris Ruden, Jack Wagner, Clar Weber, Gene Weber, Deb Weber, Walt Weber, Sheriff Brandon Wingert, and Paul Zollman.
A motion was made by Kotas, seconded by K. Kayser, all voted aye and the motion carried, to approve the agenda as presented.
The minutes of the regular council meeting on September 10, 2018 were presented.  K. Kayser made a motion, and Dye seconded, all voted aye and the motion carried to approve the minutes as presented.
The minutes of the special council meeting on September 26, 2018 were presented.  D. Kayser made a motion and Schulz seconded, all voted aye and the motion carried to approve the special meeting minutes as presented.
President Eric Roskens opened up the meeting for public comment.  

Gene Weber discussed main street curb and gutter project and ordinances 7.301, 7.302 and 7.305.  Walt Weber discussed Daycare profitability with the council.
Paul Zollman discussed drainage on 1st Avenue and 7th Street.

Kelsha Kressman gave a report on the Daycare.  A discussion was held on the Daycare Director position and the applications received.  The Daycare is still looking for part time child care assistants to fill in as needed.  The Daycare currently serves 46 children.  The Daycare would like to thank Nutrien Ag for donating the grass seed for the Daycare play area.
Maintenance Supervisor, Dale Mesman presented his report.  The water tower riser pipe repairs are complete.  Dale will be attending a Water Certification training November 13-14.  Tentative close date for the rubble site is Saturday, November 10th.  Dale discussed the storm drainage concerns.  The auditorium doors will be repaired soon for $1,300 by Advantage Auto Glass.  The cost will be split with the school to replace with new hardware and panels.  Two crime stopper signs have been donated and will be put up around town.  The garbage truck floor is being replaced this week.
Sheriff Brandon Wingert discussed applying for a grant through Central Electric Round Up Program that would be to purchase one or two speed signs.  A discussion was held on dog issues and not cleaning up after dog droppings by the park and senior center.  A discussion was held on speeding on 7th street after school.  Handicap parking on main street was also discussed.

A motion was made by Dye, seconded by Schulz, all voted aye and the motion carried that the above bills be allowed and paid.  Financial reports were presented and discussed.  D. Kayser made a motion, seconded by K. Kayser, all voted aye and the motion carried to approve financial reports. 

Letters were discussed.  A discussion was held on PayGOV service that would offer credit/debit card transactions for utility billing.  The service would be no cost to the city.  D. Kayser made a motion, seconded by Kotas, all voted aye and the motion carried to approve setting up service with PayGOV.  Information was provided on Banyon Fund Accounting software program costs.  More info will be reported at the next regular council meeting.  LWCP grant and Twins grant opportunities were discussed.

Old Business

Water Tower – Pictures were presented on water tower repairs.  A discussion was held on the cost of the repairs.  The Finance Officer will contact H&H about payment plan options.
Maguire Iron Contract – A discussion was held on the water tower inspection contract with Maguire.  A motion was made by Schulz, seconded by K. Kayser to terminate the inspection contract because H&H Contracting inspected and performed repairs.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
Insurance Coverage – A discussion was held on water tower insurance coverage.  The council agreed to invite JL Arend Agency to the next meeting to explain coverage options and review all insurance policies for the city.
Annual Appropriations Ordinance – Annual Appropriations Ordinance No. 292 was reviewed and read for the second time.  A motion was made by Dye, seconded by K. Kayser and all voted aye to approve the 2019 Annual Appropriations.

Emery Senior Center – The financial report was presented from the Senior Center.  Schulz made a motion to approve the requested amount of $3,000.00 for fiscal year 2019.  Kotas seconded the motion, all voted aye and the motion carried.

Construction Project Update – A discussion was held on the street surfacing project to date.  The deadline is November 15th to put apron on.

Surplus Equipment Sealed Bids – Sealed bids were presented and opened.  A short discussion followed.  A motion was made by D. Kayser, seconded by Kotas to accept Michael Feistner’s bid for the 1989 Fiat Allis Pay Loader at $3,850.00.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
A motion was made by Dye, seconded by K. Kayser to accept the City of Alexandria’s bid for the 1985 Ford Truck w/ Sweeper at $1,763.00.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
New Business

Central Electric Grant Opportunity – Discussed in the Sheriff’s report.
Community Concerns – Discussed in the Sheriff’s report. 
CMC Cement Pile – A discussion was held on cement and asphalt piles accumulated.  Street project concrete and asphalt will be worked out between CMC & FDE Enterprises.  Sidewalk & curb concrete will be removed by the city.  

Building Permits – A building permit was presented by Ross Bartscher for a new home construction at his property located at 130 S. 8th Street.  Motion was made by Dye, seconded by K. Kayser and all voted aye to approve the building permit as presented.

A building permit was presented by Brian Weber to construct a 60’ x 140’ shop at the west edge of 3rd Avenue.  Motion was made by Kotas, seconded by Schulz to approve the building permit as presented.  All voted aye and the motion carried.  

Liquor Licenses – The Finance Officer informed the council of the renewal of liquor licenses by the end of November and also a special license application received.  Notices will be published and council will review on Friday, October 26th at the city office at 6 pm

Fund Accounting Software – The Finance Officer presented information on a fund accounting software program recommended by the SD Municipal League at a discounted cost.  More information will be presented at the next council meeting.   
Bank Signature Card – A motion was made by Schulz, seconded by K. Kayser to accept Mayor Kayser’s resignation and remove all names from the signature card on file at the bank accept for Eric Roskens, Kenny Kayser and Finance Officer Kristi Wollmann.  All voted aye and the motion carried.

Resolution for Copying Charges – A discussion was held on recommendations from the City Attorney to charge an hourly rate and a fee for copies requested from the city office.  The Finance Officer will discuss with Fink and report back to the council at the next meeting. 
Letter of Request – A letter was presented and read to the council pertaining to a deposit fee charged to LeAnn Heltzel.  A discussion was held.   A motion was made by K. Kayser, seconded by Schulz to refund the deposit fee of $75.00 as requested.  All voted aye and the motion carried.

Other Council Concerns – Council discussed some security suggestions made by the auditor concerning access to city buildings.
Adjournment – Dye made a motion to adjourn at 9:40 pm.  Kotas seconded the motion.  All voted aye and the motion carried to adjourn the meeting. 
Executive Session – Kotas made a motion to enter into executive session at 9:42 pm.  Dye seconded the motion.  All voted aye and the motion carried.

Kotas made a motion to come out of executive session at 10:06 pm.  K. Kayser seconded the motion, all voted aye and the motion carried.

Daycare Director Position - Council agreed to accept the Daycare Board’s recommendation on the position of Daycare Director.

Adjournment – A motion was made by Schulz, seconded by D. Kayser, all voted aye and the motion carried to adjourn the meeting at 10:10 pm.
