December 10, 2019
7:00 pm at the City Office

The City Council of the City of Emery, South Dakota, met in regular session on December 10, 2019 in the City Office. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Joshua Kayser at 7:00 pm with the following members present:  Aldermen Cory Dye, Andy Erickson, Kenny Kayser, Greg Kotas, Eric Roskens, and Ben Schulz. Also attending were Maintenance Supervisor Travis Kampshoff, Finance Officer Kristi Wollmann and Daycare Director Kelly Tschetter. Visitors in attendance included Clarissa Weber and Mitch & Mary Wilcox.                               
A motion was made by K. Kayser, seconded by Dye, all voted aye and the motion carried to approve the agenda as presented.
The minutes of the regular council meeting on, November 11, 2019, were presented. Dye made a motion, seconded by K. Kayser, all voted aye and the motion carried to approve the minutes as presented.
Public Comment – Clarissa Weber commented on the garbage pick-up schedule.
Visitors – Mitch & Mary Wilcox discussed concerns with drainage at the auditorium. They also discussed the north auditorium doors that exit directly onto their property. Travis discussed a remedy to the drainage issue. 

Daycare Report - Daycare Director, Kelly Tschetter, discussed financials. A discussion was held on a staff Christmas bonus and staff t-shirts. A motion was made by Kotas, seconded by Roskens to approve getting two Daycare t-shirts for each employee. All voted aye and the motion carried to approve. A motion was made by Dye, seconded by K. Kayser to approve Daycare staff to attend a work related training with SF WOW on February 1st, 2020 at $30.00/employee. All voted aye and the motion carried to approve. Kelly reported on the findings from the Sanford Environmental study. A request was made for new shelving at the Daycare as recommended by the study. Kelly requested two council members get together with the Daycare Board members to discuss the annual January wage review.

No persons were at the meeting to show rejection of this application. Erickson moved to approve the one day liquor license for December 28, 2019. Schulz seconded the motion. All votes aye and the motion carried to approve.

Special Event Alcohol License Fee

Schulz made a motion to approve a special event license fee of $40.00 per application with an additional fee of $500.00 if the application requires the council to call a special meeting to approve. Council has the reserves the authority to waive any and all special event fees as necessary. K. Kayser seconded the motion, all voted aye and the motion carried to approve.
Building Permits– A building permit application from Brian Weber was presented for his property at 250 1st Street in Emery. The permit is for an addition to the southwest corner of the existing shed. Kotas made a motion, seconded by Roskens and all voted aye to approve the permit.  
A building permit application from R&R Storage/Roger Determan was presented for his property at 260 N 4th Street in Emery. The permit would allow him to demo the existing structure and build commercial storage units. Cory made a motion, seconded by K. Kayser and all voted aye to approve the permit.
Auditorium – A quote was reviewed for the cost of regular refinishing maintenance on the gym floor for next summer.
Christmas Decorations – A discussion was held on powder coating the new brackets before installing them on the new decorative light poles.
Daycare Tuition Assistance Agreement
A Tuition Assistance Agreement was presented and approved by attorney Mike Fink. A motion was made by Roskens to approve the agreement with a 2 year commitment from the employee as stated on the contract. Dye seconded the motion, all voted aye and the motion carried to approve.
Pool Planning

Council discussed advertising for a Pool Manager for the 2020 Season. Resumes will be accepted until January 15th and the council will review at the January council meeting.
