February 12, 2018
7:00 pm at the City Office

The City Council of the City of Emery, South Dakota, met in regular session on February 12, 2018 in the City Office. The meeting was called to order by Council President, Eric Roskens, at 7pm with the following members present:  Aldermen Cory Dye, Dave Kayser, Kenny Kayser, Greg Kotas, and Ben Schulz, Finance Officer Kristi Wollmann, and Maintenance Supervisor Dale Mesman.  Mayor, Joshua Kayser was unable to attend but conferenced in at 8:05pm.  Also in attendance was Daycare Director, Lisa Schleich and Daycare Board Member, Mary Ernster.
A motion was made by Schulz, seconded by Kotas, all voted aye and the motion carried, to approve the agenda.
The minutes of the regular council meeting on January 9, 2018, were presented.  K. Kayser made a motion, Kotas seconded, all voted aye and the motion carried to approve the minutes.

Daycare Director, Lisa Schleich presented a Daycare budget for the year and explained financials.  Lisa recommended a wage increase due to staff certifications.  The Daycare computer has stopped working so a new computer was purchased.  The computer software program is outdated and will need to be updated as well.  Lisa and Mary left the meeting at 7:25 pm.

Maintenance Supervisor, Dale Mesman presented his report.  Dale is working on equipment maintenance and repairs.   Dale presented the cost of a new garbage truck vs. a used truck.
