The City Council of the City of Emery, South Dakota, met in regular session on February 18, 2018 in the City Office. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Seth McGregor at 7:02 pm with the following members present:  Aldermen Dave Kayser, Kenny Kayser, Greg Kotas, Eric Roskens and Ben Schulz, and Finance Officer Kristi Wollmann. Alderman Corey Dye was unable to attend. Visitors in attendance were Steve Arend, LeAnn Heltzel, Brian Weber, and Clar Weber.
A motion was made by Schulz, seconded by K. Kayser, all voted aye and the motion carried, to approve the agenda with the addition of executive session for personnel.
Mayor McGregor asked if anyone had anything for public comment. LeAnn Heltzel discussed the drainage issues by her house on 4th Street and 3rd Avenue.
