The City Council of the City of Emery met in regular session on Monday, March 8, 2021, at the Emery City Office. The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm by Mayor Joshua Kayser with the following members present:  Aldermen Cory Dye, Andy Erickson, Kenny Kayser, Paul Nelson, Ben Schulz and 
Clarissa Weber, Maintenance Supervisor Travis Kampshoff, Finance Officer Kristi Wollmann and Daycare Director Kelly Tschetter. Visitors in attendance were Alex Toupal, Sheriff Brandon Wingert, Deputy Jorden Johnson, and Gene Weber.
Motion Dye, seconded by Erickson and carried to approve the agenda. All votes aye.

Visitors – Alex Toupal, Bridgewater-Emery FFA Instructor, requested permission for the school Ag Department to have more than 6 chickens for education purposes. This would include a combination of meat production and laying hens which would teach the process of farm to table. Council approved.
Daycare Report – Kelly gave her report on the Daycare. Financial reports were discussed. New hires for the Daycare include: Chloe Ruml at $9.45/hour and Kiah Baumann at $9.45/hour. A discussion was held on the possibility of Preschool being a part of the Bridgewater-Emery school.

The City of Emery has previously agreed contribute 10% to the project which is approximately $24,158.40.
