Regular City Council Meeting
June 14, 2021
7:00 pm at City Office
The City Council of the City of Emery, South Dakota met in regular session on Monday, June 14, 2021, at the City Office. The meeting was called to order by Vice President Andy Erickson at 7:04 pm with the following members present:  Aldermen Kenny Kayser, Paul Nelson, and Clarissa Weber, Maintenance Supervisor Travis Kampshoff, and Finance Officer Kristi Wollmann. Visitors in attendance were Sheriff Brandon Wingert and Daycare Co-Director Brittany Wingert. Mayor Josh Kayser, Alderman Cory Dye and Alderman Ben Schulz were unable to attend.
Motion Weber, seconded by K. Kayser and carried to approve the agenda. All votes aye. 
Motion Nelson, seconded by Weber and carried to approve the minutes of the meeting May 10, 2021. All votes aye. 
Public Comment – none
Visitors – Sheriff Brandon Wingert discussed a complaint about fireworks. A discussion was held on increasing contract law expenses for next year from $1,000.00 per month to $2,000.00 per month. Concerns about cars going too fast around the park area were discussed. Travis is in the process of replacing the stop sign that was removed on the southeast corner of the park.
No other visitors were present.
Daycare Report – Brittany gave the report on the Daycare. Daycare financials were discussed. Daycare enrollment is down from 41 children to 24 children for the summer months. New part time hire for the Daycare is Amy Strain at $9.45/hour. A discussion was held on using the pool for the summer program. A discussion was held on the need for a shade structure at the Daycare playground.
Maintenance Report - Motion K. Kayser, seconded by Weber and carried to give Spencer Quarry permission to grind the Rubble Site concrete pile at their expense with the pile remaining at the Rubble Site until it is hauled off. All votes aye. A quote of $3,637.00 was reviewed from Pfeifer Implement for a spreader. A discussion was held on a request for dirt. A discussion was held on recommendations by Safety Benefits Workman’s Comp safety review regarding the fuel tank in the shop.                          
Finance Officer Report- Letter, bills and reports were reviewed. A thank you card was read from Girls On the Run for allowing them to use the Auditorium. Transportation grant and LWCF grant opportunities were discussed. A quote was reviewed for waxing the floor of the auditorium. Council agreed that the auditorium doesn’t get enough use to justify waxing every year. Council decided to continue with every 2 years for waxing. The city received grant funding of $1,250.00 from Central Electric Operation Round-Up which will be used toward new trash receptacles at the park. Sandy’s Bar gave a donation of $2,400.00 to the pool for new lounge chairs and a replacement basketball hoop. Funding may be available through the ARPA American Rescue Plan Act for city Infrastructure needs. Details are still being worked out and will be discussed as more info is made available.

New Business
Special Event Liquor License – Motion Weber, seconded by Nelson and carried to approve a one day on-sale alcoholic beverage license for a street dance on Friday, July 16, 2021. Application of the Sandy’s Bar Location of Emery Business District, Emery, SD. This includes the closure of 1st Avenue along the north side of Sandy’s Bar from 3rd Street to the alley. Backup rain location of Emery Auditorium, 350 2nd Avenue, Emery, SD. All votes aye.
District III Agreement for 2022 – Motion K. Kayser, seconded by Weber and carried to continue financial support of the Joint Cooperative Agreement between the City and Planning & Development District III for 2022 in the amount of $828.00.  All votes aye.

Medical Cannabis Measure – A discussion was held on enacting a temporary ordinance regarding the issuance of local medical cannabis establishment permits and/or licenses. Council will hold a special meeting Thursday, July 1, 2021 at 7:00 pm to consider a 1st reading of the temporary ordinance.
