The City Council of the City of Emery, South Dakota met in regular session on Monday, July 12, 2021, at the City Office. The meeting was called to order by Josh Kayser at 7:00 pm with the following members present:  Aldermen 
Andy Erickson, Kenny Kayser, Paul Nelson, Ben Schulz and Clarissa Weber, Maintenance Supervisor Travis Kampshoff, Finance Officer Kristi Wollmann and Daycare Director Kelly Tschetter. Visitor in attendance was Dennis Haehn. Alderman Cory Dye was unable to attend. 

Motion Erickson, seconded by Weber and carried to approve the agenda. All votes aye. Motion Weber, seconded by K. Kayser and carried to approve the minutes of the regular meeting June 14, 2021. All votes aye. Motion Erickson, seconded by K. Kayser and carried to approve the minutes of the special meeting July 1, 2021. All votes aye.
Public Comment – none
Visitors – Dennis Haehn discussed the current grading in front of his house which causes flooding of his property. Travis will work with Dennis on a possible solution.
Daycare Report – Kelly gave her report on the Daycare. Summer program is at 25 kids. A Daycare inspection was recently completed and the Daycare is in compliance. Kelly applied for Coronavirus Response and Relief Supplemental Appropriations Funding (CRRSA) which is a program to help support child care programs and families impacted by the COIVD-19 Pandemic.

Executive Session – Motion Weber, seconded by K. Kayser and carried to enter into Executive Session at 7:23 p.m. pursuant to SDCL 1-25-2(4). All votes aye. Alderman Schulz declared out of Executive Session at 7:44 p.m. All votes aye. Motion Schulz, seconded by Erickson and carried to offer Samantha Blum, Little Learners Preschool Teacher, an increase of $3,000.00 to $39,000.00/year salary effective August 1st, 2021. All votes aye.
Maintenance Report – Travis reported to the council that the Bulk Water service is now working again. 
Finance Officer Report- Letters, bills and reports were reviewed. Park Trash Receptacles have been ordered. The total cost is $5,241.89 for 6 receptacles. Central Electric Roundup Grant of $1,250.00 will be used toward the trash receptacles. Mosquito Grant funding of $1,184.00 is available for mosquito control expenses. SD DOT is in the process of developing a long range Transportation Plan for the state of SD. A draft presentation and plan is available on the DOT website. Motion K. Kayser, seconded by Schulz to participate in the CHS propane budget program at $1.55/gallon. A discussion was held on Budget planning for 2022.
