July 29, 2019
7:00 pm at the City Office
The Council of the City of Emery met in special session on Monday, July 29, 2019, at 7:00 pm at the City Office. President Ben Schulz presided with the following members present:  Aldermen Andy Erickson, Kenny Kayser, Greg Kotas, and Eric Roskens. Also attending were Maintenance Supervisor Travis Kampshoff, Finance Officer Kristi Wollmann, and Daycare Director Liz Dangel. Visitors in attendance were Miranda Kayser, Kelsha Kressman, Phil Johnson, Sandi Schmit and Walt Weber. Alderman Cory Dye was unable to attend.
Roskens moved to accept the agenda as presented. Kayser seconded the motion. All votes aye.
Daycare
Council discussed a flat weekly rate increase for the Daycare. Kayser made a motion to approve the rate increase of $130 for full time and $90 for part time. Preschool will be set at $120 per week with no part time rate. Erickson seconded the motion. All votes aye.
Council discussed Employee Policy Manual and specifically what is considered part time versus full time. Roskens made a motion to set full time to include 32-40 hours per week and hours less than that to be considered part time. Erickson seconded the motion. All votes aye.

Daycare employee job descriptions were discussed Daycare board will clarify job descriptions and duties for all positions at the daycare.
