Regular City Council Meeting
July 9, 2019
7:00 pm at the City Office

The Council of the City of Emery met in regular session on Tuesday, July 9, 2019, at 7:00 pm at the City Office. Mayor Seth McGregor called the meeting to order with the following members present:  Aldermen Cory Dye, Andy Erickson, Kenny Kayser, and Greg Kotas. Also attending were Maintenance Supervisor Travis Kampshoff and Finance Officer Kristi Wollmann. Alderman Eric Roskens, Ben Schulz and Daycare Director Liz Dangel were unable to attend. Visitors in attendance included the following: Clarissa Weber, Tony Crawford, and Emergency Management Director Kevin Kayser.
Kayser moved to accept the agenda as presented. Kotas seconded the motion. All votes aye.

Kotas moved to accept the minutes of the regular meeting June 10, 2019.  Kayser seconded the motion. All votes aye.
Public Comment
Tony Crawford addressed the issue of drainage by his property on 4th Street and 2nd Avenue.
Clarissa Weber requested more gravel in her alley.
Daycare Report
Council reviewed a list of items in question from the Daycare Director. The Daycare is looking for 2-3 FT or PT employees to help out starting in August. The Finance Officer will advertise the open positions. Council discussed the proposed rate change and questions regarding employee compensation. Since the Daycare Director was unable to attend the council decided to schedule a special meeting Monday, July 29th at 7:00 pm in the city office to discuss the rate change with the Daycare Board.
Maintenance Report
Travis told the council he will need more gravel. In order to preserve the alleys from further damage, from now on no trash will be picked up in the alleys due to the fact that the garbage truck is too hard on the alleys. Residents are asked to have their green can street side so the garbage truck does not have to go down the alleys. Travis presented the council with a bid from MC&R Pools to replace the pool filtration system. A 7.5 horse pump is needed as the current smaller pump is unable to keep up. The pool filters may be able to be used to save money. The cost of the system would be $15,621.00. Pool fundraiser money from 2018 and 2019 would be able to cover about half of the cost. A new pool liner was also discussed. This would eliminate the ground water from seeping in the cracks in the pool. A new liner is about $50,000.00 and would come with a 10 year warranty.
Finance Officer Report
The Finance Officer attended FO School and a Debit/Credit training. Budget training is coming up July 11th. State and municipal sales tax losses are projected and going to affect the 2020 budget. Emery is projected to lose roughly $3,400.00 – $4,900.00 in tax revenue. Employee handbook updates are needed. The Finance Officer will review and update for the council to check over and approve. Xcel will be here soon to do locates on the new light poles along the business district so installation can begin.

The Finance Officer presented a letter from Anji Burnham requesting reimbursement to replace the rock boulevard that was damaged and not put back to original condition. Kotas made a motion to reimburse for $357.05 for new rock and fabric as requested. Erickson seconded the motion. All voted aye.
The Finance Officer requested approval to create a separate department for the pool fundraiser money of $8,300.00 per auditor recommendation. Dye made a motion to allow the Finance Officer to separate the fundraiser money. Kotas seconded the motion. All votes aye.

Finance Officer Kristi Wollmann presented reports and bills. Dye moved to approve all bills and reports as presented. Kayser seconded the motion. All votes aye.

RESOLUTION TO CHANGE WATER RATES

WHEREAS, the City of Emery hereby declares it necessary to change the rates for water usage for dwellings, customers, and businesses in Emery as follows:

(a) For the first one thousand (1,000) gallons, or less, of water each month the minimum sum of twenty dollars and no cents ($20.00).

(b) For all water used over one thousand (1,000) gallons per month, the sum of fifty-nine cents ($0.59) per hundred gallons, or part thereof shall be paid for and be credited to the Water Fund.

(c) For the first one thousand (1,000) gallons, or less, of sewer each month the minimum sum of twenty dollars and no cents ($20.00).

(d) For all sewer used over one thousand (1,000) gallons per month, the sum of twenty-one cents ($0.21) per hundred gallons, or part thereof shall be paid for and be credited to the Sewer Fund.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the above rates shall take effect immediately or until determined otherwise by new resolution, by the Council of the City of Emery.
