Regular City Council Meeting
September 9, 2019
7:00 pm at the City Office

The City Council of the City of Emery, South Dakota, met in regular session on September 9, 2019 in the City Office. The meeting was called to order by President Ben Schulz at 7:00 pm with the following members present Aldermen Cory Dye, Andy Erickson, Kenny Kayser, Greg Kotas, and Eric Roskens. Also attending were Finance Officer Kristi Wollmann, Maintenance Supervisor Travis Kampshoff and Daycare Director Kelly Tschetter.  Visitors in attendance included Joshua Kayser, Brian Weber and Clarissa Weber.                                       .
A motion was made by K. Kayser, seconded by Erickson, all voted aye and the motion carried to approve the agenda as presented.
The minutes of the regular council meeting on August 12, 2019 and the special council meeting August 15, 2019, were presented. Dye made a motion, K. Kayser seconded, all voted aye and the motion carried to approve the minutes as presented.
Public Comment – None.

Daycare Director, Kelly Tschetter, gave a report on the Daycare. Outstanding bills were discussed and a payment plan will be implemented. Kotas made a motion, Erickson seconded, all voted aye and the motion carried to approve the new FT hire of Melissa King starting at $9.10/hour. Kotas made a motion, Roskens seconded, all voted aye and the motion carried to approve the new PT hire of Summer Schoon starting at $9.10/hour pending completion of a background check.

Roskens made a motion, Dye seconded, all voted aye and the motion carried to approve Daycare Director, Kelly Tschetter, at $12.00/hr and authorize a city issued credit card at a limit of $1,000.00.

Brain Weber joined the meeting to discuss his property at 1st street and 3rd avenue. Sewer costs and meter hook up were discussed.
Maintenance Supervisor, Travis Kampshoff gave his report. The following water drainage issues were discussed: north and west side of auditorium, 2nd avenue & main street, 2nd avenue & 6th street, 2nd avenue & 4th street, 3rd avenue & 4th street. Valley gutters are need and Travis will seek other quotes.
The Finance Officers’ letters, bills and reports were presented. A letter from DENR was presented addressing the end of the project period for sewer and water and requesting a 2 year audit per DENR project requirements.

Financial reports were reviewed and discussed. A motion was made by Dye to approve financial reports, Roskens seconded the motion and all voted aye. Motion carried. 
LWCF Grant was discussed. A motion was made by K. Kayser to apply for grant funding for pool repairs (liner and deck), Erickson seconded the motion and all voted aye. Motion carried.
Discussion was held on establishing a fee of $50.00 for a special event liquor license. Further discussion will follow at the next regular city council meeting.
Old Business

Water Drainage Issues – Discussed in Maintenance Report.
Water Tower – Bills were presented for the water tower. A motion was made by Roskens to approve paying all water tower vouchers as listed, Dye seconded the motion and all voted aye. Motion carried. FCC FEIMER water tower underground repair $14,489.82; H&H CONTRACTING, INC water tower repair $81,676.50; H&H CONTRACTING, INC repair overflow pipe $5,916.00; WINWATER update water tower controls $4,900.00. A motion was made by Roskens to move $20,000.00 from water reserve to water general fund, Dye seconded the motion and all voted aye. Motion carried.
Auditorium Sidewalk – Discussed replacing. Estimates will be sought.
New Business

Mayor Appointment – A motion was made by Dye, seconded by Erickson and all voted aye to appoint Joshua Kayser as mayor. Motion carried.
Building Permit – A building permit application was presented from Nick Ernster for his property at 300 S. 3rd Street for a storage shed. A motion was made by Kotas to approve, seconded by K. Kayser and all voted aye. Motion carried.
Building Permit Checklist – A discussion was held on establishing a building permit checklist to be included with each building permit application.
Brian Schmit Sewer Pumping – A discussion was held and the finance officer will seek attorney advice.
First Reading Budget Appropriations Ordinance 294 – The first reading of Budget Appropriations for fiscal year 2020 was reviewed and discussed.
Other Council Concerns – none.
Executive Session – A motion was made by Dye to enter into executive session at 9:04 pm, seconded by Schulz and all voted aye to enter into executive session. The Finance Officer left the meeting. A motion was made by K. Kayser to leave executive session at 9:18 pm, seconded by Dye and all voted aye to come out of executive session. 

Next Meeting – The next regular meeting will be Monday, October 14th at 7 pm.

Adjourn – A motion was made by Schulz to adjourn at 9:20 pm, seconded by Roskens and all voted aye. Motion carried.
